HICKEY SUSPENSION UPHELD Citing the “wide
discretionary powers” of the lllinois Racing Board, Cook
County Circuit Court Judge Thomas Durkin yesterday
upheld owner/trainer Noel Hickey’'s one-year suspen-
sion, imposed last year after six of his horses tested
positive for Albuterol.
