Danny O'Donovan described first-season sire King Of Change
as his 'hero of the year' after the young consignor topped the
Tattersalls Guineas Breeze-Up Sale at 180,000gns with a filly by
the Starfield Stud-based stallion.

King Of Change may have emerged as something of the
surprise package from the breeze-up circuit so far but
O'Donovan has never been afraid to push his chest out when it
comes to the capabilities of the Group 1-winning miler and was
duly rewarded when Oliver St Lawrence signed for the filly who
posted one of the fastest breezes in the sale on behalf of trainer
Bryan Smart.

O'Donovan commented, "It's incredible, really. | thought that
she was going to make about 120,000gns or 130,000gns but
180,000gns in such a tricky market, it was just incredible. King
Of Change has just been fantastic to me all year--that's three of
them now that | have got life-changing money out of. Even for
Adam [Potts, partner] and the other shareholders, it will put
things on the up for us."

They say one swallow doesn't make a summer, and in the case
of King Of Change, it wasn't just O'Donovan who enjoyed some
luck with the new sire.

Deep into the Thursday session, another filly by the stallion
was knocked down to Alex Elliott on behalf of Amo Racing from
120,000gns. She was consigned by Anderson Bloodstock, which
is the banner from which debut consignor Anderson Correa was
operating under.

He said, "This is the first year we have done this by ourselves.
We are delighted. | have so many people to thank including
Robson Aguiar, Roger O'Callaghan and my brother, who has
helped so much. | am delighted that she has been bought by
such a good judge."

"Challenges In The Current Marketplace"
The John Dance dispersal provided something of an anomaly
to this year's horses-in-training session of the Guineas Sale. The

turnover almost doubled from 1,525,000gns last year to
3,015,500 this week. Not only that, but the clearance rate was
up 7% to 93% while the average climbed 27% to 22,845gns and
the median by 25% to 15,000gns.

However, the poor clearance rate in the breeze-up section of
the sale hardly came as a bolt from the blue, and followed on
from similar trends posted in the breeze-up sales at Doncaster
and in the Craven where the middle market was also tricky.

The clearance rate finished up at just 72%, which was down a
whopping 14% on last year. The average dropped 1% to
41,894gns while the median fell 10% to 27,000gns and the
aggregate fell by 17% to 4,943,500gns.

Reflecting on the action over the past two days, Tattersalls
chairman Edmond Mahony commented, "Demand in the
Horses-In-Training section of the 2024 Tattersalls Guineas Sale
has without doubt exceeded expectations, with domestic British
and Irish buyers competing strongly with their international
counterparts to produce record-breaking trade comfortably
surpassing the previous records for turnover, average and
median as well as the number of lots selling for 100,000 gns or

He continued, "The clearance rate for the horses-in-training
was a remarkable 94%, yet again demonstrating the sustained
global appetite for British and Irish horses-in-training sold at
Tattersalls, and the horses belonging to Coverdale Stud and
Titanium Racing were particularly sought after with buyers from
throughout Europe, the Gulf region and Australia all making
their presence felt."

"Nevertheless, the strong and diverse demand that produced
the wide margin record-breaking Guineas Horses-In-Training
Sale was not matched in the Breeze-Up section of the sale and
while the combined turnover for the Breeze-Up and
Horses-In-Training is a record, and the Breeze-Up average and
median prices have held up well in relation to last year's
record-breaking sale, the clearance rate has been well below
par."

He added, "In the months leading up to both the Tattersalls
Craven and Guineas Breeze-Up Sales, members of the Tattersalls
team have made promotional visits to a host of international
markets, including America, Australia, Bahrain, Dubai, France,
Hong Kong, Italy, Norway, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Spain and
Sweden and the two sales continue to attract considerable
numbers of overseas buyers, but as has been noted at the
earlier Breeze-Up Sales, there is a selectivity to the market
which has been reflected in clearance rates that have not
matched the impressive levels achieved last year.

"It is clear that there are challenges in the current
marketplace, challenges which reflect wider economic realities,
but it should also be recognised that competition for quality
British and Irish bloodstock remains robust and diverse. The
Breeze-Up consignors have as ever done an outstanding job,
there have been some spectacular pinhooking successes today
and there is no doubt that this year's renewal of the Tattersalls

Guineas Breeze-Up Sale will further enhance the sale's
reputation as a consistent source of Group 1 horses."

Murphy 'Rides Out The Storm' With Hello Youmzain
Colt

Mick Murphy spoke with a heavy helping of perspective after
selling his 35,000gns Hello Youmzain (Fr) yearling purchase for
150,000gns to Richard Brown of Blandford Bloodstock. Like
many consignors, Murphy admitted to finding the going tough at
the Craven and Doncaster breeze-up sales, and explained that,
despite selling one of the day's top lots at Park Paddocks, next
week's trade at Argana will be pivotal to how his year pans out
on the whole.

The selling of the Hello Youmzain colt provided something of a
fillup for the Longways Stables operator amidst a backdrop of
disappointing results since the beginning of the breeze-up
season.

Murphy said, "The Hello Youmzain was popular here and was
always a very fast horse at home. | think the sire has a very good
chance. He had six vets and all of the top men were on him. |
was more hopeful than confident and the market is in a very
tricky place at the moment."

He added on the breeze-up year thus far, "[It's been] very
tough. We had a tough Craven and a tough Donny. It is nice to
get one of them over the line. There is a lot going on in the
world at the moment and, when we are in our own bubble, |
suppose we don't think about it. When you step outside the
bubble, you realise the world is not in a great place."

Some would baulk at some of the figures posted at Tattersalls
on Thursday but, according to Murphy, he sees no other option
but to batten down the hatches and weather the storm.

"It's what we do," he said. "We've no other choice. The game
has been very good to us for the past 10 years so we just have to
ride out the storm this season.

“It's all or nothing. It's gone very much back to the clock. If you
clock well you have a very good chance of selling well. The next
thing after that is vetting well and good physiques. It can be very
lonely when you're not on the lists. There will probably be a
knock-on effect to the yearling market and the foal market."

Asked if there was added pressure rolling onto Argana, he
replied, "Oh yes. We have 13 horses going to France and | think
we have a very good draft-they might look a bit expensive at the
moment as we were buying them when the market was a bit
stronger. We just have to wait and see."

An up and down year can be
hard enough to stomach at the
best of times but Murphy has
been without his wife Sarah at
the breeze-up sales this season.
Sarah, who was diagnosed with
breast cancer late last year, is
understood to be recovering
well, with Murphy explaining
that he hopes to have his
right-hand woman on side at
Argana next week.

He said, "We're looking
forward to it and I'm hoping that
Sarah will make an appearance.
She finished her treatment three
weeks ago. It's been tough. She
had surgery followed by chemotherapy so it's been a rough few
months. She's still not a confirmed runner but her bags went on
the lorry this evening along with the horses so hopefully she
makes it."

The Hello Youmzain colt was bought by Brown on behalf of
Sheikh Juma Dalmook Al Maktoum and will go into training with
trainer James Tate.

The agent joked afterwards, "l seem to be cornering the
market on the Hello Youmzains! | think that is the third one [l
have bought] this breeze-up season. | guess I like his stock! |
bought him on behalf of Sheikh Juma Dalmook Al Maktoum,
who was particularly keen on the horse from the start.

Asked if he thought Hello Youmzain's stock were of a similar
type, Brown responded, "They have got great muscle and
balance. They've got a bit of class and a bit of style about them.
To be honest with you, Hello Youmzain wasn't really on my
radar at all, but he has stepped up to obviously be very much on

my radar."

Brown also struck for a Mehmas (Ire) colt from Yeomanstown
Stud for the same figure earlier in the day.

On lot 252, who was bang up there on the times sheet, Brown
commented, "He has been bought for Sheikh Rashid and he goes
to Richard Fahey. Obviously [we have] been very successful for
Sheikh Rashid-Pretty Crystal (Ire) (Dubawi {Ire}), the filly
supplemented for the 1,000 Guineas on Sunday, is out of a
breeze-up filly whom we purchased, so it is all coming around
with progeny.."

He added, "This horse did a very good breeze. He was very
green and came across the track with his ears pricked. Watching
it live | loved it, but he is going to have to sharpen his act up a bit
as he was fairly babyish. | love the stallion-he is a very serious
sire of two-year-olds. This horse looks a real two-year-old and |
thought he has the sire's best attributes."

Lucky Or Good?
Lackendarra's Eddie

Linehen Is Just Good

Eddie Linehan was another
consignor left thanking his lucky
stars after selling a Mehmas (Ire)
colt to Billy Jackson-Stops on
behalf of Opulence
Thoroughbreds for 160,000gns.

The truth is that, clearing
347,000gns on the four horses
he brought to the sale in what is
becoming an increasingly tricky
market to navigate represents
an above average performance
that even the most modest
consignor can't put down to luck.

Linehan said, "The good ones are always easy to sell. He stood
out all along for us. The day we bought him we thought we'd got
a bit of value. We have been lucky with Mehmas before and we
are delighted."

He added, "We brought four to the sale and sold all four. They
have all sold for a bit more than expected so we are delighted.
We've been lucky but we had a nice bunch here."

More Good Fortune At The Guineas Sale For Farrell

Archie Watson said he is harbouring dreams of Royal Ascot for
the Masar (Ire) colt consigned by Cormac Farrell's CF Bloodstock.
The colt is on his way to the Lambourn-based handler after
Middleham Park Racing acquired one of the takeaways from the
breeze for 130,000gns through Tom Biggs of Blandford
Bloodstock.

When you are by a Derby winner and hail from a stoutly-bred
family, there is never going to be a huge expectation when it
comes to clocking well, but the Masar colt featured among the
top 10 in all of the unofficial times sheets that were circulated
following the breeze.

Lot 248 was purchased by Luke Lillingston as a foal for
36,000gns and, after failing to sell for 45,000gns at Book 1 last
year, was sent to Farrell to breeze. It proved an inspired decision
with Watson revealing that he hopes the colt could make up into
a Chesham horse.

"He is the sort of horse we love to buy," Watson said. "He did a
very good breeze for a horse of his type-he is certainly a seven
furlong/miler type but his times and what he did stood up
against sprinter-type horses. We had to stretch a bit to get him."

Watson added, "He has got a chance of being a Chesham
horse. We'll get him home and see how he fits in with the
others. If he could be Royal Ascot sort then we will look at that."

For Farrell, who is consigning from Copper Beech Stables for
the first time this year, it represented another profitable trip to
the Tattersalls Guineas Breeze-Up Sale after the handler sold the
high-class Bracken's Laugh for 200,000gns here 12 months ago.

"It's a great result," Farrell mused afterwards. "He breezed
well, pulled out well and showed well. He has a big, long
stride--he's a staying horse who clocked well so he has a big
future. Fair play to Middleham, Archie Watson and Tom Biggs
for stepping up and buying him. It's a great price to get and
hopefully he's very lucky for them."

Speaking of big futures, Farrell's graduate Dancing City
kick-started an excellent 24 hours for the consignor when
notching his third Grade 1 novice hurdle of the season for Willie
Mullins at the Punchestown festival on Wednesday.

Farrell reflected, "That was amazing. He's a very exciting horse
and | was actually speaking with Willie this morning. They are
delighted with the horse and are planning to campaign him over
fences next season."

Dance Dispersal Generates 1.7 Million Gns

The horses-in-training section of the Guineas Sale provided a
fascinating subplot to the action at Park Paddocks this week,
with the John Dance dispersal bringing in over 1.7 million gns
alone.

Over 50 horses connected with the former leading owner were
offered under the hammer through The Castlebridge
Consignment, and in the end it was well-bred fillies by Kingman
(GB) and No Nay Never who led the way at 130,000gns apiece.

After agents Alex Elliott and Billy Jackson-Stops teamed up to
pay that exact sum for the Kingman half-sister to a stakes
performer late on Wednesday evening, it was left to trainer
Mick Appleby and his owner Jeremy Young to do something
similar for the No Nay Never on Thursday morning.

"We'll probably put her into training and see how she goes,"
Appleby said from his perch at the top of the Gods. "If we don't
think she's going to be top-class, then we'll probably just breed
from her. She's a nice filly, though, and the owners will breed
from her eventually either way."

Young is a long-standing owner with Appleby but is somewhat
new to the breeding game. After underbidding the top lot on
Wednesday, he was determined not to leave the No Nay Never
filly behind.

Out of the winning Galileo (Ire) mare Park Bloom (Ire), who
herself is a daughter of the Listed-placed and dam of the Oaks
and Pretty Polly S. winner Concert Hall (Ire), Alluring Park (Ire)
(Green Desert), lot 168 boasts a deep pedigree. Indeed, Young
may have gotten a bit of value with the filly, who cost
375,000gns at Book 1 here in October 2022.

And that was very much the theme of the Dance dispersal;
horses being sold for a fraction of what they had fetched in the
ring previously.

That couldn't have been further exemplified by lot 169, a colt
by Dubawi (Ire) who is already named Twisting Physics (GB),
selling for 100,000gns to Fitri Hay. Remarkably, the colt was
knocked down to Dance's Manor House Farm for 1 million gns at
Book 1in 2022.

Alex Cole commented, "Obviously Dubawi works well in Dubai
so, if all else fails, we could go there. He has been bought for
Mrs [Fitri] Hay."

Asked if he knew much about the unraced colt, Cole replied,
"Absolutely nothing--the same as the groom leading it up! We
got a million-pound yearling for a hundred grand."

The Kavanaghs of Kildaragh Stud know value when they see it
and also swooped for a filly they know better than most for
72,000gns. Having sold lot 150, a daughter of Le Havre (Ire)
named Fleeting Moment (Ire) for 190,000gns at Book 1 two
years ago, the Kavanaghs effectively got a free horse from the
transaction.

Roderic Kavanagh commented, "We obviously bred her and
were always very fond of her. She's still an untouched product
and the plan is to send her back to James Horton, who had her
originally. Listen, he knows everything about her so it makes
sense.

"The mare has some lovely progeny coming through. She has a
lovely Pinatubo (Ire) yearling and an Australia (GB) foal at foot
so hopefully we can manage the progeny. The hope would be to
win a maiden with this filly and maybe get a bit of black-type.
That would be lovely."

Osborne Stocking Up For Royal Ascot

Nobody could accuse Jamie Osborne of failing to roll up his
sleeves. The trainer has been busy stocking up on youngsters
who could handle the dirt in Dubai at the breeze-up sales in
recent weeks and, on Thursday, struck for what he sees as an
ideal Royal Ascot candidate on behalf of owners Barratt Racing
in Thunder Blue (GB) (Blue Point {Ire}).

Zoustar (Aus), the "flagship sire" at Widden Stud in Australia,
has had his 2024 fee increased to A$275,000 (around €168,000)
from A$220,000 (€134,000) ahead of the Southern Hemisphere
breeding season, it was announced on Wednesday.

A dual Group 1-winning sprinter in 2013 when trained by Chris
Waller, Zoustar is now well established as one of the leading
sires in Australia and has enjoyed an outstanding season on the
track in 2023/24, with Zougotcha (Aus), Joliestar (Aus), Climbing
Star (Aus) and the recently retired Ozzmosis (Aus) all winning at
the top level. In the sales ring, seven of his 2024 yearlings
fetched at least AS1 million, including his A$2.2 million filly out
of Prompt Response (Aus) (Beneteau {Aus}).

A horse who has been on the rise since he debuted in 2014 at
AS44,000, Zoustar (of the current announcements) now shares
joint billing with | Am Invincible (Aus) and Extreme Choice (Aus)
as Australia's most expensive stallions.

"An increase in service fee in the financial climate we find
ourselves in needs to be measured and warranted--and in the
case of Zoustar he has truly earned it," said Widden Stud's
Antony Thompson.

"We have always had complete belief in the potential of
Zoustar to become an Australian champion sire and we are
delighted for all of our clients who have shared in his constantly
evolving story of success."

In November last year, David Redvers announced that Zoustar
would not stand at Tweenbhills in 2024, with the decision made
to rest him for six months in Australia following 11 consecutive
Northern and Southern covering seasons. He is reportedly
booked to return to Tweenhills in 2025, having produced the
likes of G1 Cheveley Park S. winner Lezoo (GB) during his time in
Britain.

The
winner of the Gl Frizette S. and Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile Filles
drew post 13, but shifts in a slot. A homebred for George
Krikorian, the filly will be ridden by her regular partner, Junior
Alvarado. Trained by Hall of Fame trainer Bill Mott, who also
saddles Resilience (Into Mischief) in the Run for the Roses, she
was installed the 9-2 third choice on the morning line.

A pair of fillies were weighted at 5-1 on the morning line--GlI
Fantasy S. scorer Thorpedo Anna (Fast Anna) and Ways and
Means (Practical Joke). The former is campaigned by Brookdale
Racing, Mark Edwards, Judy Hicks and Magdalena Racing and
trained by Ken McPeek. The latter, a Grade I-placed filly
conditioned by Chad Brown, is a homebred for Klaravich
Stables.

LOUISVILLE, KY--Kicking off a steamy day in Louisville, Thursday's
morning session began to distill several things that | had seen
over the course of the past week at Churchill Downs. Each
morning, | would line up trackside to watch the Kentucky
Derby/Oaks work session, also giving me the opportunity to
survey the overall landscape at Churchill Downs. The years of
progress and development at the facility is staggering.

As | pan across the property, the mass of seating, both existing
and new, that will accommodate the throngs of people over the
course of the next two days starts to really stand out. Churchill is
certainly not wanting for seating. Also, | thought back to the very
first time | came to Churchill for the Derby in 1991 (the year
Strike the Gold won) and | can remember gazing up at the Twin
Spires and thinking how majestic they seemed. Now, they don't
appear quite so imposing to me given the rise of all the newer
infrastructure surrounding them.

While | was contemplating all the changes that have happened
at Churchill over the last three decades, | happened to bump
into one of my favorite people on the backside, trainer Wayne
Catalano. After a few pleasantries, as if taking a peek into my
mind, he points over in the direction of Churchill's main
structure and says, “This is the 50th anniversary of my first win
in front of those Twin Spires. | won my very first race as a jockey
for Jack Van Berg May 20, 1974.”

It not only gave me pause, but | continued to think about that
long after we had parted ways. Because while | was considering
the multitude of changes | was seeing, it became increasingly
clear that the history and tradition of the place wasn't kept alive
by the structure itself but more by the men and women that
frequent the track and that have made Churchill their base and
their home.

Sometimes, we need to have progress to really appreciate how
we got to where we are.

Morning Action

The Derby and Oaks horses made their usual appearance
following the 7:00 a.m harrowing break, and it offered me a
final opportunity to take a look at many of the horses that will
be competing in the plethora of stakes action over the next two
days. A horse that | have been observing over the last few days,
and while not jumping out at me initially, who has been giving
me increasingly good vibes is the Albaugh Family's Catching
Freedom (Constitution).

Giving an air of simmering confidence on the track each day |
have seen him, | was given a little extra nudge in that direction
after speaking to trainer Brad Cox later in the morning. The
winner of the GllI Louisiana Derby Mar. 23, the bay was a
respectable third to Sierra Leone (Gun Runner)--beaten 1 3/4
lengths--in a wet renewal of the GlII Risen Star in February. His
rider Flavien Prat has been absolutely en fuego of late (or maybe
‘en feu' is more appropriate in this case). In any case, a very
interesting option at a price.

When Hall of Famer Wayne Lukas sends out Just Steel (Justify)
in this year’s Gl Kentucky Derby it will be his first starter in the
race since 2018. Lukas, 88, is a perpetual optimist, but even he
had to be worrying that he had had his last Derby starter. It
wasn’t Lukas. Even at his age he never slowed down. It was the
sport’s top owners. Many wouldn’t send a horse to an
octogenarian, knocking on the door of 90, even one considered
to be one of the greatest trainers ever.
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Brian Coelho, John Bellinger, and Wayne Lukas at the 2022 Keeneland
September Sale, where they bought Just Steel | Keeneland

What he needed was someone who so valued his experience
and ability that they didn’t worry about the age factor. And he
found them. Lukas’s most important owners are now Brian
Coelho and John Bellinger, who run under the name of BC
Stables LLC. Thanks to Lukas, they are about to achieve an
important goal, to get a horse into the Kentucky Derby. Just
Steel was purchased by Lukas and the BC team for $500,000 at
the 2022 Keeneland September sale. He is 20-1 in the morning
line, but is coming off the best race of his career, a second-place
finish in the Gl Arkansas Derby. He has a chance.

“I've known Wayne for 10 years and | liked him from day one,”

Bellinger is based in Texas and he and his wife own several
companies, the biggest of which is a laboratory business that
tests food products. Coelho is from California and owns the
largest cattle feeding operation in the state, as well as meat
processing plants. The two had talked about going into racing
for years, and finally decided to do so just prior to the 2021
Keeneland September sale.

“About four years ago, we were in a good position financially
and we thought it was a good time in our lives to dabble a little
bit,” Coelho said. “We got on the phone with Wayne one
September and talked over a plan with the idea that we’d make
a run and try to get into the Derby and try to get Wayne back to
the Derby one more time. That day we bought four yearlings at
Keeneland and here we are.

“I think that being in the sport ourselves we were looking for
somebody with the experience who could not only train good
horses but teach us as well,” Coelho continued. “We felt there
was still opportunity with him. With the amount of time we
have spent with Wayne and from his knowledge, what we have
learned these last four years is invaluable. We had faith he could
get us here and he has proven he can do that.”

Bellinger and Coelho were just getting started. They bought
four more horses at the 2022 Keeneland September sale,
including an Into Mischief colt that cost $1 million and a Quality
Road colt that cost $1.15 million. Cont.

Coelho said that he and Bellinger have about 20 horses with
Lukas, including five yearlings bought at the 2023 Keeneland
Sale. Coelho predicted that this year’s 2-year-olds will prove to
be the best group they have sent Lukas’s way so far.

Both Coelho and Bellinger have witnessed first hand what it
has meant to Lukas to be given this chance by the owners.

“Over the last three years, people who are close to him will tell
us that this has revitalized Wayne,” Coelho said. “He's actually in
a better place physically and mentally than he was a few years
ago because of the opportunities we've given him. Wayne has
worked his tail off to get us here. He knows we've invested a lot
of money and put a lot of faith in him. He wanted to get here to
this year’s Derby just as much for us as for himself.”

Tyler’s Tribe was named after co-owner Tom Lepic’s
grandson, Tyler Juhl of lowa City, lowa, who was diagnosed
with B-cell acute lymphoblastic leukemia, the most common
type of cancer found in children. Lepic hoped that the horse’s
exploits could lift the spirits of his grandson. Tyler’s Tribe
more than did his part.

Racing exclusively at Prairie Meadows, he won his first five
starts by a combined margin of 59 3/4 lengths. He had done
enough that he had earned his way into the 2022 GI Breeders’
Cup Juvenile Turf Sprint, but bled severely in that race and had
to be eased.

He was never again the same. He ran four more times, failing
to win, and bled in both of what would be his last two starts, the
Bachelor S. and an Oaklawn allowance race. Cont.

Lepic said Thursday that Tyler’s Tribe did not bleed in the
workout, but the cause of death remained a mystery.

“All I know is that he had just finished his workout and he died
on the track,” Lepic said. “(Co-owner and trainer) Tim (Martin)
said he had worked great and had a good gallop out. Tim said he
was shocked by what happened. All of us, we are completely
devastated. This horse meant so much to us.

We followed every guideline and even gave him a year off. We
were told that he was fine and that he wouldn’t bleed again. We
loved this horse and never would have done anything to hurt

Lepic is hoping that a necropsy will provide some answers.

“We don’t know what the cause of death was and have asked
for a necropsy,” Lepic said. “We are very eager to find out.”

Lepic said he spent part of Thursday looking at photos of
Tyler’s Tribe with his daughter, who is Tyler’s mother.

“We are devastated and so is everyone in our family and
people who are close to us. | spent part of my day reminiscing
and looking at photos of the horse with my daughter,” he said.

Tyler’s Tribe was 5-for-10 in his career and earned $327,661.
He was purchased at the lowa Thoroughbred Breeders' and
Owners' Association Fall Mixed Sale 2021 for $34,000.

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CUSTOMS AGENTS SEIZE ANIMAL VENOM IN
CINCINNATI

Multiple bottles of animal venom--most likely from snakes,
spiders, and scorpions--have been intercepted by United States
Customs and Border Protection (CBP) agents in Cincinnati since
the beginning of the year, according to a report by WKRC in
Cincinnati. Agents told WKRC some of the supply, which
originated in Mexico, was headed to racetracks. Cincinnati is
approximately 80 miles north of Lexington and 100 miles
northeast of Louisville, while Turfway Park is about 10 miles
outside of Cincinnati over the Kentucky border.

WKRC specifically noted the “timing is no coincidence with the
Kentucky Derby coming up on Saturday," although there is no
evidence to support that speculation.

“Kentucky is known as the horse capital of the world,” said
Cincinnati Port Director Alrick Brooks to WKRC. “And the equine
industry is a prominent part of the U.S. agricultural economy.
CBP is committed to protecting this industry and the animals
within it by preventing illicit substances such as these--designed
to mask pain or artificially enhance an animal’s legitimate
physical capabilities--from coming into the country.”

In the last four months, CBP agents with the assistance of the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service have found eight separate
packages with bottles given labels like "tiger blood" or with
pictures of scorpions and spiders. Among the contents of the
bottles were injectable cobra venom, spidermorph,
scorpioadrenalin, TB-1000, caffeine, anabolic steroids, Ritalin,
ketamine, and unknown vitamin compounds.

The seized shipments were done at the request of the U.S.
Food and Drug Administration (FDA). The contents violated
several FDA regulations, including the Federal Food, Drug, and
Cosmetic Act.

Performance enhancers in racing have been at the forefront of
several federal investigations in recent years, leading to prison
for prominent trainers Jason Servis and Jorge Navarro, as well as
several other indictments.
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RACING VETERAN TIM KEGEL DIES AT 74

Bloodstock agent and longtime racing veteran Timothy Vaughn
Kegel passed away Thursday, Apr. 25 at the age of 74. The
following is an obituary written by son Van Kegel and provided
to the TDN by the Kegel family:

“Born in Clifton Springs, N.Y. in 1950, he charted his own path
from his years at SUNY Cortland to a long career in the racing
industry as a vet's assistant, trainer, jockey agent and bloodstock
agent. He loved horses and the racetrack, and the track loved
him. He will forever be remembered for his trademark style--
wearing two different-colored shoes--and more importantly, for
his kindness, honesty, consistency in always doing what he said
he would do and his ability to share a laugh with anyone, any
time no matter the situation.

“Tim is survived by his three children, Casey [and husband
Zack], Van [and wife Peyton] and Emily, his grandson Beau, his
siblings Ted, Claudia, Kevin and Troy, and many nieces and
nephews who will cherish his memory and his example forever.
He was preceded in death by his beloved wife Mary Ellen Kegel
as well as his parents, Rita and Eugene Kegel.

“The family plans to hold a celebration of his life in the coming
months, with details to be determined. In lieu of a memorial
service, we only ask that you raise a drink, tell a story and have a
laugh in his memory.

“He was truly one of a kind, and his presence will be missed
more than words can express. As he once wrote to a friend who
had lost his father, 'The true measure of any man is the
memories, thoughts and feelings that live on in all those he
touched during his life,' and by this measure, Tim Kegel was the
best of men.”

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TRAINER BONUS RETURNS FOR PREAKNESS

WEEKEND STAKES

For an eighth straight year, the Maryland Jockey Club is
offering bonus money totaling $100,000 to trainers who run a
minimum of five horses in the 15 Thoroughbred stakes races
during Preakness weekend, May 17 and 18, at Pimlico Race
Course.

The blockbuster weekend includes a total of 16 stakes, nine
graded, worth $4.4 million in purses. The trainer with the most
points will receive $50,000, second is worth $25,000, third
$12,000, fourth $7,000, fifth $4,000 and sixth $2,000.

Points are accumulated for finishing first (10 points), second
(seven), third (five), fourth (three) and having a starter (one) in
the 15 Thoroughbred stakes, led by the 149th running of the
$2-million Gl Preakness S., Middle Jewel of the Triple Crown,
May 18.

Trainers must have a minimum of five starts to qualify for the
bonus.

Hall of Famer Steve Asmussen has been the leading Preakness
weekend stakes trainer four times in its first seven years,
earning the top bonus in 2017, 2018, 2021 and 2022. Brad Cox
(2019), Mike Maker (2020) and Graham Motion (2023) have
also won the top prize.

There will also be bonus money totaling $50,000 for trainers
with the most points in non-stakes races during Preakness
weekend. The points are accumulated in similar fashion with

$25,000 going to the leader, $10,000 to second, $7,500 to third,

$4,000 to fourth, $2,500 to fifth and $1,000 to sixth.

Trainers must have a minimum of three starts to qualify for the

bonus.

For most American racing fans, the dawn of the First Saturday
in May is somewhat akin to Christmas morning, full of
anticipation, expectation and for many, all around joy. However,
this year's renewal holds some extra special meaning,
highlighting the 150th renewal of Churchill Downs' historic
event. The anniversary edition of the race will also feature a
brand spanking new $200-million paddock renovation which
sounds mammoth, but pales in comparison to the estimated
$1 billion spent on capital improvements over the past 15 years.

As in year's past, the list of contenders signed on for the big
event represent a wide array of personalities, highlighted by
both seasoned Derby goers as well as those still etching their
legacies.

A long way from a Derby neophyte, Chad Brown has sent a
battalion of runners to compete on Derby Day in years past,
although not necessarily in the big race itself. In fact, Brown has
previously run in the famed race on six occasions with a grand
total of seven horses. The best of those finishes was recorded
with Good Magic, who finished second behind subsequent Triple
Crown winner Justify in 2018.

Offering Brown the chance to bolster his roster of Classic
winners is Peter Brant, Mrs. John Magnier, Michael Tabor,
Derrick Smith, Westerberg and Brook Smith's Sierra Leone (Gun
Runner).
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The $2.3-million sale-topping Fasig-Tipton Saratoga purchase
in 2022, the striking bay won the Gl Risen Star S. earlier in the
season before giving his trainer a third victory in a scintillating
renewal of the Gl Toyota Blue Grass S. Apr. 6. For the 150th
edition, he also has an additional entrant, Glll Tampa Derby
winner Domestic Product (Practical Joke).

“Going to the Derby and Oaks training in the mornings, it
accentuates that it's hard to get here,” explained Brown. “If you
get here, your horse is good. | have two really good horses going
into this race, both real beauties to look at. And when you go to
Derby and Oaks training session, it magnifies how good all the
horses are. A lot of horses look good. It's a hard race to win and
it's supposed to be.”

Conversely, trainer Todd Pletcher has made the 10-furlong
Classic a regular stop on his operation's spring schedule since
going out on his own in 1996. The Hall of Famer trainer kicked
off his Derby run with a bang, entering four contenders,
including Impeachment (third) and More Than Ready (fourth), in
the 2000 renewal of the race.

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And between the two of them, the Hall of Famers have
accounted for 10 victories (six for Baffert and four for Lukas),
with an additional 12 finishing in the top three. Baffert, who is
tied with Ben Jones for the most Derby wins, is forced to sit out
another year due to a three-year ban by Churchill Downs,
however, Lukas returns with B C Stables' Just Steel (Justify),
second in the Gl Arkansas Derby last month. A victory for the 88-
year-old would make him the oldest trainer to saddle a Derby
winner, surpassing Art Sherman (77) who won in 2014 with
California Chrome and Charlie Whittingham (76), victorious in
1989 with Sunday Silence.

Coming in Hot

Among those to have accounted for two or more Derby wins,
trainer Henry Forrest boasts a 100% strike rate, having won both
renewals that he sent a runner postward--Kauai King (1966) and
Forward Pass (by DQ in 1968). Speaking of percentages, from
only three starts, Carl Nafzger won with Unbridled (1990) and
Street Sense (2007), while Horatio Luro (Decidedly, 1962;
Northern Dancer, 1964) and Jimmy Jones (lron Liege, 1957; Tim
Tam, 1958) both won with half of their four starters. Also
garnering a pair of wins with under 10 lifetime starters, Doug
O'Neill triumphed with I'll Have Another in 2012 and followed
up with Nyquist four years later.

“I felt so fortunate in 2012 when I'll Have Another won. | never
thought I'd be back here again,” O'Neill told TDN. “You just have
to have such a great racehorse. After I'll Have Another, | never
thought a horse like Nyquist would come into the barn. I'm
standing here saying | don't think I'll ever win another one.
Unless | get lucky enough for another Nyquist or I'll Have
Another to walk into the barn. It was an unbelievable feeling. |
would love for it to happen again.”

Leading the riding colony, John Velazquez, who accompanies
Fierceness this year, is tied for third among Derby-winning
jockeys and will try to join fellow Hall of Famer Bill Shoemaker
as he tries for his fourth Derby score. He initially won with
Animal Kingdom (2011) before adding wins with Always
Dreaming and most recently, Authentic (2020). A win by
Velazquez, now 52, would also put him on even terms with Mike
Smith, who hit that mark in the 2018 with eventual Triple Crown
winner Justify. 'The Shoe' still leads the pack, however, having
won at the ripe age of 54 with Ferdinand in 1986.

'If You Lose, You Still Win' - Joe Pesci in Raging Bull
Having the second-best 3-year-old on Derby Day might not be
such a bad thing if one considers that there are far more
competitors behind you than in front of you. However, every
once in a while a second-place finish can sprout into an
opportunity to win. Trainer Bill Mott knows of such a tale.

In 2019, the Hall of Famer brought Country House to Churchill,
expecting a solid performance from a horse that had shown
steady, while not remarkable, progress and ability. So while the
connections felt confident the son of Lookin At Lucky would give
a good account of himself on race day, they could scarcely have
dreamed of walking away with the blanket of roses.

“That experience has to take the cake,” Mott told the TDN in
2020. “It was not far from being a complete blur. | was a bit
numb at that point. We had been thrilled to death to finish
second and | can't say | was any happier that they put his
number up.”

Mott returns to Churchill with Emily Bushnell and Ric
Waldman's Resilience (Into Mischief), winner of the Apr. 6
Gll Wood Memorial. And the trainer looks to do with this one
what his horse didn't do in 2019--finish ahead of everyone else
at the wire.

“[Getting a Derby win] was a little bit of a relief, but now it
makes me want to win it more,” he said. “I'd like to win it again,
but this time | want to win it by daylight. It inspired me. And |
like to show everyone that this was no fluke.”

Also gaining his first Derby win in an unorthodox manner, Brad
Cox collected his first victory with Mandaloun, who crossed the
wire second behind Medina Spirit in the 2021 renewal of the
race. However, the Louisville native wouldn't earn the title
officially until the latter's official disqualification the following
winter. The disqualification of Medina Spirit would represent
only the second time in history that the first horse across the
wire was taken down after testing positive for a prohibited
substance. The initial disqualification was registered in 1968
when Dancer's Image was demoted after testing positive for
phenylbutazone, granting the victory to Forward Pass.

PROS:

It's hard to beat the appeal of a full-brother to last year's
Kentucky Derby winner, especially when he didn't need that
distinction to make it onto the list of top Derby contenders over
the winter. If Dornoch's pillar-to-post daylight maiden win at
Keeneland last October showcased both his talent and his
greenness in the stretch, it was the Gll Remsen S. in December
that really put him on the map with a dogfight win over Derby
morning-line second-choice Sierra Leone (Gun Runner). Never
will a horse need to call on that tenacity and grit more than in a
20-horse field in front of 150,000 screaming fans on the first
Saturday in May and it's got to be a comfort to his connections
to know what stern stuff this colt is made of. Dornoch, the only
horse to ever beat Sierra Leone, has turned in two sharp works
at Churchill, including a :46 3/5 near-bullet (2/130) Apr. 27.

CONS:

It's up for debate whether Dornoch has significantly advanced
since the Remsen. His sophomore debut was not flashy, but it
was a win in the Mar. 2 Gll Fountain of Youth S. before he
seemingly regressed when asked to rate in the Gl Toyota Blue
Grass S. for a fourth-place finish. Trainer Danny Gargan said the
rail post Saturday--so often a tough luck draw--has simply
solidified the team's plans to go straight to the front, never an
easy win strategy in the Derby. Authentic won it on the front
end in 2020, but he was the first since War Emblem in 2002. In
addition, Dornoch has trained in a three-quarter shoe this week
and has been dealing with an on-going quarter crack. He won

both of his graded races with that quarter crack, so it hasn't
bothered him thus far, but if it's ever going to be an issue, it's
going to be in the Derby's rough-and-tumble 10 furlongs.

PEDIGREE:

A full-brother to 2023 Derby winner Mage, Dornoch will make
history for his dam, 2014 'TDN Rising Star' Puca, with a win.
Never before, in the 150-year history of the Kentucky Derby, has
a mare produced two winners. Puca delivered a third full-
brother Apr. 4 for John Stewart's Resolute Bloodstock, who
purchased her privately for $2.9 million after she was a
$2.8-million RNA at Keeneland November. A win by Dornoch or
fellow Gargan trainee Society Man would also propel Good
Magic to rarefied air with back-to-back Derby wins, something
that has only been achieved once previously (Into Mischief,
2020-21). Good Magic, second to Justify in the 2018 Derby, is
also tied with seven other stallions as the youngest sire (at age 8
last year) to have a Derby winner. Dornoch is part of only his
second crop, which also includes Gl Arkansas Derby winner
Muth, who would likely be vying for favoritism if he was in the
field. Clearly, pedigree will be no barrier to Dornoch's
performance Saturday.

VERDICT:

The luster may have worn off recently, but this is still a good
colt. He wouldn't be the first one to record a subpar prep before
turning it around in the Derby and 20-1 would have seemed like
a gift price a few weeks ago. If his effort in the Blue Grass truly
did take him out of his element due to the switch in tactics and

he has enough left in the stretch Saturday for a fight, he could
be a factor. --Jill Williams

sale and he's passed each test that's been set for him to date...Is
likely to go back from his low draw and that will aid in saving his
energy for a late push off what figures to be an above-par pace.

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CONS: As has been well-documented, Sierra Leone was not on
his best behavior prior to the start of the Blue Grass, playing up
and delaying the start by several minutes while the stall
handlers attempted to get him to acquiesce. Trainer Chad
Brown is on record as saying the gate should not be a problem
Saturday, but he will be one of the first to load, meaning he will
have to stand there for a fair bit of time as the rest of the field
enter their boxes...Perhaps more concerning is how Sierra Leone
will handle whatever sort of buzz there might be in the paddock,
not to mention the post parade with 150,000 sets of eyes on
him. There will be roughly five times more people on hand than
there were at Keeneland and he's going to need to not lose his
race before 6:57 p.m. ET...His winning moves in his races have
come while in the clear, and he is a long-striding colt that is
going to want to stay out of trouble. That is no guarantee given
he's got 19 other rivals to contend with and if he stalls out in
traffic, it could be game over as one of the top two betting choices.

PEDIGREE: Like Sierra Leone, Gun Runner was victorious in the
Risen Star and was a good third to Nyquist in the 2016 Derby

after leading for a time....Dam Heavenly Love, a daughter of SW
& MGSP Darling My Darling (Deputy Minister), won the 2017

Gl Darley Alcibiades S. at two and, as has been widely reported,
is a half-sister to Grade Il winner Forever Darling (Congrats), the
dam of the undefeated multi-jurisdictional group winner Forever
Young (Jpn) (see below). Both Sierra Leone and Forever Young
are out of mares by A.P. Indy sires. There is plenty of stamina in
the third dam as well, as the Grade I-winning Roamin Rachel
(Mining) was responsible for Zenno Rob Roy (Jpn) (Sunday
Silence), Japan's Horse of the Year of 2004 and winner not only
of the G1 Japan Cup over a mile and a half, but also the Arima
Kinen--then an ungraded event--going 2500 meters (1 9/16m).

VERDICT: The positives far outweigh the negatives where it
comes to Sierra Leone. He's drawn reasonably well and is likely
to get pace to run at up front. If there are negatives, it could be
argued that he will jump at underlaid odds in a 20-horse field
and he'll need to sit a relatively clean trip. But he will absolutely
see out the 10 furlongs--and probably then some--and only the
very daring will leave him off their tickets. --Alan Carasso

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PROS:

Trivia question: who is the only colt in this year's Derby field
other than morning-line favorite Fierceness to have cracked the
triple-digit Beyer Speed Figure threshold? It's Mystik Dan, who
got that mark in a blowout, geared-down, eight-length score in
Oaklawn's GlIl Southwest S. over fellow Derby entrant Just Steel
(Justify) in February. That was in the mud. There's currently a
better chance of it raining Friday than Saturday in Louisville, but
moisture on the track certainly wouldn't hurt his chances and
might move him up. Mystik Dan's other big Beyer--a 96--and big
daylight win was right here over the Churchill surface. It may
have come in a sprint maiden, but any experience over this track
is always a plus and his second-best career Beyer still trumps
roughly two-thirds of the rest of the field's best Beyers. One
more piece of trivia: trainer Kenny McPeek trained 2002
Gl Florida Derby/GlI Blue Grass S. winner Harlan's Holiday to a
seventh in the 2002 Derby; it would surely be a full-circle
moment for him to train Mystik Dan, paternal great-grandson of
Harlan's Holiday and raised at his own Magdalena Farm near
Lexington, to a win in this year's event.

CONS:

An apparent rail bias in the Southwest may have contributed
to Mystik Dan's huge Beyer that day. To add insult to injury,
after both of his top efforts, Mystik Dan regressed. His final prep
was a bothered third in the Mar. 30 Gl Arkansas Derby, where
he overcame mild early trouble to finish evenly, but winner
Muth (Good Magic) and runner-up Just Steel were in no danger

of being caught by him. The big question is which Mystik Dan
will show up when it counts the most Saturday?

PEDIGREE:

In an odd twist, the average winning distance for progeny of
Goldencents is a shade over six furlongs, yet his top runners
tend to be two-turn horses. Case in point: Going to Vegas,
whose three graded wins at 1 1/4 miles include back-to-back
renditions of the Gl Rodeo Drive S. Then there's millionaires By
My Standards and Mr. Money, who both won graded races for
him at nine furlongs, while Phantom Currency did it at
11 furlongs. Goldencents was a crack sprinter-miler (two-time
Breeders' Cup Dirt Mile winner) who earned most of his career
black-type (11 of 13) at eight furlongs or less, but he also won
the 1 1/8-mile Gl Santa Anita Derby and is by five-time leading
sire Into Mischief, who got back-to-back Kentucky Derby wins as
a sire in 2020 and 2021. This all bodes well to help negate
concerns about Mystik Dan's ability on paper at the distance. He
is the first foal for his dam, who never tried or won beyond
1 1/16 miles, but broodmare sire Colonel John faced elite
company five times at the Derby distance, which included a win
in the Gl Travers S.

VERDICT:

He's clearly capable of putting in a top-notch effort on his best
days and moves up if there's rain. With under-the-radar talent,
Mystik Dan will likely be a significant overlay by post time
Saturday. --Jill Williams

PROS: Perhaps no one benefitted more from Sierra Leone's
switch to Keeneland for the Gl Toyota Blue Grass S. than
Catching Freedom who capitalized on that rival's absence with a
come-from-the-clouds win in the GlI Louisiana Derby March 23.
Only off the board in one of five starts, he loves to launch from
the back of the field and his one-length win over fellow Derby
runner Honor Marie (Honor Code) at the Fair Grounds was good
enough for a career-topping 97 Beyer Speed Figure, one of the
best numbers in the field and only a point off Sierra Leone's 98
in the Blue Grass. Speed figure wise, Catching Freedom has
improved in each and every start and impressed clockers in his
most recent prep work with a near-bullet five furlongs in :59 1/5
April 27 (2/58). He also already owns a win over the surface with
his 3 3/4-length debut win last Oct.

CONS: Closers are nearly always at the mercy of the pace and
Catching Freedom's been lucky to find gaps through the field in
his come-from-behind wins.

sixteenth. And while things came together nicely in the
Louisiana Derby, he's previously shown a tendency to lug in and
hang on his left lead, both of which would impede his progress
down the lane at Churchill Saturday.

Catalina Cruiser's sire Union Rags won the 2012
Gl Belmont S. It doesn't get much better for broodmare sires
than Distorted Humor, who is responsible for 151 stakes
winners worldwide, including the gone-too-soon Arrogate.
Kentucky Derby and Gl Preakness S. winner Funny Cide was a
product of the pensioned WinStar stallion's first crop.
Catalytic's dam One Show Only, a homebred for Fred W.
Hertrich, 1ll, was winless in three career starts. She was
purchased by Turkish interests for $42,000 at the 2021 KEENOV
sale. Catalytic's extended female family includes: Kentucky
Derby winner Super Saver (Maria's Mon) and GISW & Kentucky
Derby and Belmont runner-up Bluegrass Cat (Storm Cat).

Arguably a bit lean in the win column, Just Steel has
nonetheless proven himself competitive more times than not,
having hit the board in seven of 11 lifetime starts. Based at
Churchill Downs, the colt already has a win over the surface,
having won last fall's Ed Brown S. Hall of Fame trainer D. Wayne
Lukas, who has won the Derby on four prior occasions, has a
long history with the storied race, having saddled his first starter
in 1981. The 88-year-old has been absent from the race since
2018, however, his return this year should be a signal that Lukas
feels he is holding a hot hand with a horse on the upswing.

“I think he will take a quantum leap forward,” Lukas told Bill
Finley earlier this month. “I could see him improving something
like 10 points from the last race to this race. | expect him to
jump forward quite a bit.”

CONS:

Both of Just Steel's victories have come at a sprint distance,
calling into question whether he can stay a Classic trip. While
class is evident both at the top and bottom of his pedigree, the
overall page reads a bit more like a turf miler than a Classic
winner on the dirt. However, Just Steel has already shown the
ability to negotiate 1 1/8 miles successfully, putting him on
relatively equal footing with many of the rivals he will meet on
Derby Day.

PEDIGREE:

Just Steel is from the second crop of the undefeated Triple
Crown hero Justify, who has enjoyed sparkling success with his
first three crops to race. The chestnut has already accounted for
28 black-type winners, including 18 at the graded level and six
Grade Is. His top-level winners are: champion juvenile filly and
Oaks contender Just F Y |, in addition to City Of Troy, Hard to
Justify, Aspen Grove, Opera Singer and Arabian Lion. A $500,000
Keeneland September yearling purchase, Just Steel is out of
Australian G1 Thousand Guineas winner Irish Lights, daughter of
dual Group 1 winner Fastnet Rock.

VERDICT:

Lukas's initial Derby winner was the roan filly Winning Colors,
who paid $8.80 as the race favorite in 1988. And while
Grindstone was no secret when taking action at the window in
1996 ($13.80), the Hall of Famer's two other victors--Thunder
Gulch (1995) and Charismatic (1999)--paid $51 and $64.60,
respectively, proving that Lukas should not be overlooked when

Honor A. P. concluded his career with
a rallying fourth--one spot ahead of Max Player--in the Kentucky
Derby. Max Player was also third in the Gl Belmont S. and fifth in
the GI Preakness S., respectively. Honor Marie is bred similarly
to Honor Code's unbeaten 3-year-old filly Medoro, who was
produced by an English Channel mare. Honor Marie's Ben
Sangster-bred dam Dame Marie--a half-sister to G1 Betfair.com
St. Leger winner and G1 Vodafone Epsom Derby runner-up Rule
of Law (Kingmambo)--made all 18 of her career starts on grass,
including four wins and a runner-up finish in the Gll Churchill
Distaff Turf Mile S. Smart Strike is also the broodmare sire of
Kentucky Derby longshot winners Mine That Bird (50-1) and Rich
Strike (80-1).

VERDICT: Top 'honors' may be a reach, but he will certainly be
running late at a nice price.

Mar. 23...Connections have reached out to Kazushi Kimura, a
Sovereign Award-winning apprentice and perennial leading
jockey at Woodbine...T O Password could have remained in
Japan for a race such as last weekend's G3 Leopard S. or the
new Dirt Triple Crown, but he has been given his opportunity
against America's best.

CONS: T O Password has just the two runs under his belt and will
therefore be spotting his rivals a great deal of seasoning, not to
mention that he is two weeks shy of his actual third birthdate...
Kimura, while successful across North America, lacks Derby
experience...The trip over from Japan is an arduous one, with a
flight to Chicago before quarantine and a subsequent van ride to
Churechill...Given that he just scraped in last time over 1800
meters, Saturday's distance could find him out...He has raced
prominently in his two starts, but the Derby will map
considerably faster than those races.

PEDIGREE: Copano Rickey, one of six Group 1 winners for top
dirt influence Gold Allure (Jpn) and a grandson of Derby winner
Sunday Silence, was twice victorious in the G1 February S. at a
mile and in the Tokyo Daishoten over a mile and a quarter. And
though his best win came in the G1 Tokyo Yushun two decades
ago, the late King Kamehameha was also a reliable sire of dirt
runners, including G1 Dubai World Cup runner-up Chuwa Wizard
(Jpn) and Peptide Nile (Jpn), upset winner of this year's February
S. While you have to go to T O Password's fourth dam for the
first black-type in his family, his pedigree is dotted with classy
U.S. dirt runners, such as Timber Country and Favorite Trick, in
addition to Sunday Silence.

VERDICT: T O Password will be one of the longest prices on the
board this weekend and deservedly so. He lacks experience, his
class is unknown and he's a question mark over the 10 furlongs,
despite a pedigree that says yes. His owner has successfully
campaigned the likes of T O Keynes (Jpn), but this seems like a
real reach for a horse that nevertheless has potential.

out clean--if not uneventful--trips in his last four starts, that was
not so much the case in his career debut. Racing over the metric
nine furlongs, he wasn't the best away, and was forced to settle
behind horses, taking kickback, before bursting clear in the
straight like a good horse...His human connections have proven
themselves on the world stage, with Sakai winning feature races
on foreign soil with regularity, and his trainer Yoshito Yahagi is
well known in this country for his Breeders' Cup conquests and
also in Australia, as well as the Middle East. This event won't
unduly stress them.... Gate 10 should give Forever Young every
chance to produce his best effort, which, to be fair, is a must on
Saturday.

CONS: Since winning his first three starts in Japan, Forever
Young has been a road warrior. He's had to ship to Saudi Arabia
to Dubai to the U.S. all in the last two months, and one is
compelled to wonder when all that traveling might exact a
toll...Though he was able to employ off-pace tactics in that
strong debut score, he is likely going to have to take a bit more
kickback than he did then while facing 19 other rivals...It is fair
to pose the 'who'd he beat' question, particularly in his races at
home. He did defeat a classy sprinter/miler in the form of
Book'em Danno (Bucchero) in Riyadh--if only just--and the
competition in Dubai may have been somewhat suspect...There

is a fair chance that Forever Young jumps as the third choice,
down from his 10-1 morning line, and that begs a risk-versus-
reward assessment...No horse has come through the UAE Derby
and so much as run a competitive race in the Derby.

PEDIGREE: Forever Young is the lone winner at group level on
the dirt for Real Steel, a full-brother to the Yoshito
Yahagi-trained, multi-jurisdictional Grade I/Group 1 winner
Loves Only You (Jpn). Forever Steel's third dam Roamin Rachel
(Mining) won the 1994 Gl Ballerina H. and Darling My Darling
(Deputy Minister) was the second of three foals Roamin Rachel
produced prior to her export. She cost John Oxley $300,000 at
the 1998 Keeneland September sale, and finished runner-up in
the GI Matron S. and Gl Frizette S. at two before adding
Keeneland's Raven Run S. at three and the Doubledogdare S. the
following year. This is also the family of Zenno Rob Roy (Jpn)
(Sunday Silence) , Japan's Horse of the Year of 2004 after taking
out the G1 Japan Cup. Real Steel is a paternal grandson of
Sunday Silence. In addition to Forever Young's Gll Santa Ynez
S.-winning dam, Darling My Darling was also responsible for

Gl Darley Alcibiades S. heroine Heavenly Love (Malibu Moon),
the dam of 'TDN Rising Star' Sierra Leone (Gun Runner).

VERDICT: It is a matter of when, not if, a Japanese horse is going
to wear the blanket of roses, and Forever Young is arguably the
nation's most qualified candidate to give it a go. He's battle-
tested, has not always had things in his favor and gives the
impression he's got more to offer. He'll need to and he's a win
candidate, albeit at skinnier odds than his backers might like.

PROS:

On the board in six of seven lifetime starts, Track Phantom
brings an impressively consistent record to the Derby, including
a string of three straight victories, adding the GlIl Lecomte S. to
his tally Jan. 20 before facing some stiff competition in his prior
two preps. It’s no shame to run second to GISW Sierra Leone
(Gun Runner) in the GlI Risen Star S. over a ferociously muddy
track, and it’s becoming increasingly likely that we’ll see some
showers on Saturday.

He’s been training over the surface since early April, and the
clocker’s reports have been showing good signs--a series of five-
furlong moves becoming increasingly faster starting with his
Apr. 7 move in 1:02.00 (9/19); Apr. 21 in 1:00.80 (6/32); and
concluding Apr. 28 when he went in a minute flat (5/16).

He never missed the board early in his career over this main
track, so he’s plenty experienced beneath the Twin Spires,
including over sloppy conditions in his second start Oct. 29. The
winner that day is an equally salty competitor in GSP Real Men
Violin (Mendelssohn).

In addition, trainer Steve Asmussen has tossed a pair of
blinkers into the mix for this race for the first time, and has
conceded Track Phantom doesn’t necessarily need to be on the
lead. In a race which is increasingly often seeing blistering
fractions up front, relaxing off the pace--admittedly, something
he has yet to do--will be his saving grace.

CONS:

For at least Track Phantom, the weather won’t be a massive
game-changer. He’s proven to handle a wet or dry surface. The
concern here is whether he will be able to relax off a hot early
pace or if those blinkers are going to have him wheeling out
front with everyone who had similar thoughts. Yes, his Beyer
figures are improving with each effort--read into those as much
as you please--but he’s been having things his own way. It
happened last out in the GlI Louisiana Derby and he yielded to
fourth, albeit with more pressure, but nothing like what he’ll see
here if leading is what he decides to do. Appropriately, the
lingering question is if added distance is something he’s going to
want.

PEDIGREE:

Out of a winner of the GlI Lexus Raven Run S. among her 10
lifetime victories, Track Phantom’s pedigree does have plenty of
prior success on a big stage. Sire Quality Road counts
Gl Longines Kentucky Oaks victress Abel Tasman to his tally for
big days at Churchill Downs and he’s produced more than his
fair share of Breeders’ Cup and Eclipse champions. The stallion
himself set the track record at 1 1/8-miles in the Gl Florida
Derby during his run up to the Kentucky Derby, despite never
contesting it himself. Ironically, Quality Road’s worst career
performance came in November 2010 at Churchill Downs going
1 1/4-miles in the Gl Breeders’ Cup Classic, where he faded from
second to 12th, long behind winner Blame and runner-up
Zenyatta.

By way of female family, dam Miss Sunset is out of a half-sister
to a pair of black-type earners, but chiefly to MSW Sparklin Lil
(Mr. Sparkles), who would produce MGSW Prayer for Relief
(Jump Start) and six-furlong world record-setter on the dirt
MSW Twin Sparks (Twining).

VERDICT:

If they need a pacesetter, he can fill that roll, but the question
will be if he can hang on. The likelihood that he’s out there alone
is very slim, and up until now, that’s how Track Phantom has
liked it. --Patrycja Szpyra

PROS:

This is the second year in a row that owner Mike Repole and
trainer Todd Pletcher descend on Louisville with a juvenile
champion and one of the Derby favorites in tow. While last
year's endeavor with juvenile champ Forte didn't pan out after
the colt was forced to scratch by the track veterinarians the
morning of the race, his team will try to get their charge into the
starting gate this year with a horse as equally fancied, and
accomplished, as his predecessor.

Fierceness | Ryan Thompson

On his best days, Fierceness has shown a combination of speed
and precocity that make him very dangerous. While he's had
some issues collecting himself after a tardy start, the homebred
has proven lethal when allowed to dictate things up front. His
trainer has already won a pair of Derbies with Super Saver
(2010) and Always Dreaming (2017). Both Always Dreaming and
Fierceness have used winning efforts in the Gl Florida Derby as a
stepping stone to the Kentucky Derby.

“I really like the spacing of the final prep being five weeks out,”
said Pletcher commenting on the time between races heading to
the First Saturday in May. “With Always Dreaming, that was the
case, but it also worked for Super Saver, who was three weeks
out, too. But there are certain things you can't control.
Sometimes horses will peak sooner than you want, you can't
hold them back. And other times, you can't quite get them there
as quickly as you'd like. But navigating the prep system, | think
we've been handling that pretty well.”

CONS:

It seem:s likes it's a feast-or-famine type of scenario with this
horse, and the start appears to have played a significant role in
the fate of Fierceness. Named a 'TDN Rising Star' after posting a
sparkling front-running debut win in the Saratoga mud last
summer, he flopped epically after lunging at the break in the
Gl Champagne S. at Aqueduct later in the fall. Shooting out of
the gate with authority in the Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile at Santa
Anita, he ran off for fun, rolling home an authoritative 6 1/4-
length winner over the highly regarded Muth, who might have
been favored in the Derby had he been allowed to compete.
Once again the start proved to be his undoing when Fierceness
was bounced around right out of the gate in the Feb. 3 GlIl Holy
Bull S. and had to settle for third.

“He trains exceptionally well and gives us a lot of confidence
during his breeze that he'll do anything,” Pletcher told TDN prior
to his Florida Derby win. “[In the Holy Bull], I think we were
judging him a little bit harshly. If you watch the race, he was
roughed up pretty badly and it was a little too much to
overcome. But he will breeze like he is capable of doing
something really special.”

PEDIGREE:

Fierceness's sire, City of Light, demonstrated a blend of speed
and stamina throughout his racing career, highlighted by
victories in the Gl Pegasus World Cup, Gl Breeders' Cup Dirt
Mile, Gl Malibu S., Gl Triple Bend S. and GIl Oaklawn H. The
bottom side of his page is one that both Repole and Pletcher are
very familiar with. Granddam Nonna Mia, a half-sister to MGSW
Cairo Prince (Pioneerof the Nile), was purchased for $200,000
by Repole from the Mill Ridge Sales consignment at the Fasig-
Tipton Sale in Saratoga in 2008. The daughter of Empire Maker
most notably finished third in the GI Frizette S. and the
Glll Tempted S. before retiring with two wins and $127,150 in
earnings. Offering a glimmer of things to come in her first year
as a broodmare, the mare produced MSP Nonna's Boy
(Distorted Humor), but it was her next foal, Outwork (Uncle
Mo), who put his dam on the map with a victory in the GI Wood
Memorial. Her subsequent foal, Nonna Bella, showed ability
early, winning her first two starts at Gulfstream Park in the
winter of 2017. Off the board in her next two, she finished third
in her final career start before retiring with earnings of $63,875.
Bred to Uncle Mo her first two breeding seasons, Nonna Bella
produced Fierceness in her third try before foaling another colt
by City of Light in 2022. Her latest produce is a filly by
Caravaggio and she was bred back to Uncle Mo.

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Also hailing from the Repole/Pletcher program, broodmare
sire Stay Thirsty was a $160,000 Keeneland September yearling
purchase who was snapped up by Repole from the Scanlon
Training Center consignment for $500,000 at the 2010 Fasig-
Tipton March 2-Year-Olds in Training sale. Recording his best
finish as a juvenile with a second in the Gl Hopeful S., the son of
Bernardini won the next season's GllIl Gotham S. before finishing
runner-up in the Gl Belmont S. Victorious in the GlI Jim Dandy S.
and Gl Travers S., he later rounded out his career with a close-
up second in the Gl Jockey Club Gold Cup followed by a score in
the GI Cigar Mile H.

VERDICT:

Fierceness's Hall of Fame trainer has suggested that the colt
works like a horse who can win going longer, and he is certainly
bred for it, however, Churchill's storied stretch has served as the
undoing of many-a-Derby favorite. It will likely come down to
the start whether this colt will be in contention to win at the end
of the 1 1/4-mile Classic.—Christina Bossinakis

PROS:

Stronghold has never finished off the board in his career and
that’s as commendable as anything else on paper, but he has no
quit in him, either. That’s a hard quality to measure on a sheet.
While most of his competitors took the usual routes to acquire
points, this guy’s connections opted to go through New Mexico
by way of Sunland Park and were rewarded with victory Feb. 18
when taking home the GlIl Sunland Park Derby.

In years prior, California was the place to be for the top Derby
contenders regardless of trainer, and we could argue until we’re
blue in the face over what the starkly low runner count hailing
from the Golden Coast might imply, but Stronghold did take on
the best of those who came to play in the Gl Santa Anita Derby
and he won. His running lines tell of traffic problems--almost as
much a hallmark of the Derby as is a quick pace--and a dogfight
to the wire, where he wore down a well-meant Bob Baffert
runner by the name of GSW Imagination (Into Mischief).

As a juvenile, he started his career at Ellis Park and Churchill
Downs, the latter of which would host his graduation Oct. 1
where he would turn away familiar faces GSW Resilience (Into
Mischief), who would go on to qualify for this race via the
Gll Wood Memorial S. and is his immediate outside neighbor in
the gate, and GSW Track Phantom (Quality Road), who earned
his spot at the Fair Grounds. From there, he shipped west to Del
Mar, where he would run into the supremely talented MGSW
Nysos (Nyquist) Nov. 19 in the Glll Bob Hope S., running second
best by 8 3/4 lengths. He’d end that juvenile campaign Dec. 16
in a roughly run, contested edition of the GlI Los Alamitos

Futurity, where he and GSW Wynstock (Solomini) caused each
other so much grief in the lane that the stewards ruled against
making any changes to the running order. That same foe would
run sixth in the Santa Anita prep for the Gl Kentucky Derby.

So, while not a traditional route to the Derby, Stronghold has
seen it all on his way to Louisville. A good mental constitution is
always a boon when there are 150,000 people screaming at you.

CONS:

Mother Nature. And we all know what that means...rain. The
forecast is calling for it, both Friday and Saturday to some
degree, and Stronghold has only ever seen fast, dry tracks. To
avoid the mud and wicked kickback should the skies open up, he
will need to be the speed of the speed from his far-outside
position. That’s asking a lot, especially when the Japanese
contingent always seems to have a little extra pep in their step
for this race and their two entries this year look extra tough, in
addition to a domestic front-running cast that’s no slouch,
either. One of the first things we’ll all find out about Stronghold
is how much he likes a lot of kickback, because out-footing
everyone to his inside is not going to happen.

The ‘off the beaten’ path method his connections employed to
get here might be his undoing. This is going to be the toughest
field he’s ever faced. Anything less than his A++ game will not be
enough.

PEDIGREE:

It does the heart good to see a son of Ghostzapper in the
Derby, and all the more so given the sire set the track record at
Lone Star Park for 1 1/4-miles in the Gl Breeders’ Cup Classic.
The stallion can get all types (ex. two-time champion Goodnight
Olive and Canadian Horse of the Year Moira are both daughters)
and will be a welcome injection of speed and stamina to this
pedigree. The dam won the Gll Sorrento S., but also hit the
board in the GI Del Mar Debutante S. as well as the Gl Santa
Anita Oaks. Stronghold is her only foal--she died the same year
she foaled him--and he’s tasked with carrying her colors. Those
same connections which campaigned mom are here with her
son, and dreaming of roses. It’s fascinating how the world
always manages to come full circle.

VERDICT:

If anyone is going to take a major step forward and pull off a
mild upset, Stronghold will likely be first in line. He’s moving
forward, he’s game, and that’s all you need sometimes. --
Patrycja Szpyra

Sunday. It was the same schedule as stablemate Just FY |
(Justify) who heads postward in Friday’s Gl Kentucky Oaks.

CONS:

While Resilience looks to be on the right path, he was only
fourth behind Sierra Leone (Gun Runner) in the Gll Risen Star S.
and picked up the pieces when the favorites faltered in the
Wood. He still has to prove he belongs with the top tier of the
sophomore division.

PEDIGREE:

Resilience could become the third Derby winner for his super
sire, Into Mischief. His dam Meadowsweet is a daughter of
multiple Grade | winner Tranquility Lake (Rahy), who produced
After Market (Storm Cat) and Courageous Cat (Storm Cat)--both
Grade | winners on the turf--as well as group winner Jalil (Storm
Cat). A win Saturday would be an emotional victory for co-
owners Ric Waldman and Emily Bushnell, the daughter of
breeder Marty Wygod, who passed away just days after
Resilience’s win in the Wood Memorial.

Waldman guided the stud career of Resilience’s great great
grandsire Storm Cat at Overbrook Farm.

VERDICT:
Resilience has the pedigree and the connections to make it to
the Derby winner’s circle. If he continues his upward trajectory,
he is a sneaky outsider who could pull the upset Saturday.

PROS:

All hail the geldings! Society Man would’ve been the poor soul
tasked with navigating the farthest outside post if not for the
defection of GSW Encino (Nyquist) earlier in the week. Now he’s
in the 19 gate spot, but he’s customarily found near the rear of
the field anyway, so having everyone to his inside clear out first
might end up to his advantage.

Danny Gargan’s second runner behind GI Kentucky Derby
winner Mage’s full-brother and stablemate MGSW Dornoch
(Good Magic) on the rail, Society Man was slow to break his
maiden--which he did in his fourth start--but unlike many, he’s
consistently been running at longer distances. His trainer likely
saw the writing on the wall last season when the chestnut never
left the rear of the field in a six-panel maiden dash in July at
Saratoga, and when he returned in early December at Aqueduct,
it was to run third in a 1 1/8-mile maiden. Every runner from
said race, barring winner Speed Runner (Gun Runner), returned
to graduate, including SW Reasoned Analysis (Upstart) and SP
Eliminate (Curlin), both of whom finished behind him. Runner-
up Malarchuk (Nyquist) went on the bench until Apr. 11, where
he cleared the field and dominated by 9 1/4 lengths.

Society Man left the maiden ranks Mar. 9 in a muddy mile
contest--after giving the gate crew all they could handle and
racing as far as five wide off the rail at one point in the call--and
took another big step forward to run second in the Gll Wood
Memorial S. at a massive 106-1.

He recently put up a very impressive four-furlong move
Apr. 27, breezing in :46.60, which marked it as the second best
of 130 that morning. Rich Strike redux, anyone?

CONS:

While he does pick up the services of the magical Frankie
Dettori, who has produced some miraculous feats in the saddle
on more than one occasion, Society Man is going to need to take
another large step forward to even be competitive here.
Weather conditions and traffic can hamper many, but it won’t
hamper all. If he wants a chance, he’s going to have to show a
lot more speed than he has in his prior races. An effort which
results in another 82 or 87 Beyer will leave him firmly in
midpack.

PEDIGREE:

Good Magic is having a great run at this Kentucky Derby thing,
isn’t he? In addition to being the sire of last year’s winner, he’s
got another fleet of contenders in this year’s edition as well. The
Gl Breeders’ Cup Juvenile winner in 2017 was overshadowed in
his Triple Crown trail attempts by one who claimed the title, but
he’s redeemed himself well since and would’ve had two in this
race regardless if Zedan’s MGISW Muth had qualified to enter or
the lawsuits had succeeded.

Top to bottom, Society Man is bred to go longer and dam You
Cheated even won an allowance over a sloppy 1 1/8-mile main
track at Churchill Downs, though it was as a turf horse running
against other turf horses out of their element. Dam sire Colonel
John did his best running going long, albeit during California’s
synthetic era. This is the female family of GSW & GISP Utopian
(Rock Hard Ten), MSW & GSP Stormy Regatta (Midshipman),
and GSW Bay Storm (Kantharos). Stamina is the name of the
game on paper.

VERDICT:

This is going to be a big ask of him, but it’s the Derby, and
absolutely wilder things have happened before.

With the scratch of Encino (Nyquist), the colt will have to
contend with another major challenge. But we all know how
that worked out for Rich Strike (Keen Ice) two years ago. So, in a
way, a pro is just getting in, period.

This son of Blame is not without other merits though. Breaking
his maiden from gate-to-wire and winning by five lengths at
Turfway Park Jan. 5, and then, following that up with a four-
length score in the Leonatus S. going a mile over the same
surface proved his ability to set the tempo.

After posting mid-80s Beyers, Epic Ride's performance in the
Blue Grass gave credence to the idea that he could take a step
forward against some top-class competition. The bay did not get
left in the dust, and instead he was able to hold on to show,
which is a worthy accomplishment. Posting a 90 figure in a race
like that at Keeneland was indeed a feather in his cap.

Regular rider Adam Beschizza has the opportunity to climb
aboard once more. The British Racing School product from
Newmarket will seek Derby glory for the first time in his career.
He's an asset for Irish Racing Academy and Centre of Education
graduate Ennis.

CONS: While the Leonatus and the Blue Grass were solid
performances for Epic Ride, the race in between--the John
Battaglia Memorial S. Mar. 2--was less so.
