After the disappointment of City Of Troy last Saturday, it is up
to Ballydoyle’s fellow TDN Rising Star Henry Longfellow (Ire)
(Dubawi {Ire}) to seek to redress the balance in Sunday’s
Emirates-sponsored G1 Poule d’Essai des Poulains at
ParisLongchamp. While the stable’s 3-year-olds seem to be
gradually creeping into gear with every passing day, there is the
sense that they are more than a little rusty as they reappear
from winter quarters and the son of Minding (Ire) (Galileo {Ire})
will have to be near a peak to navigate what is always a tricky
encounter around these bends.

The result came less than an hour after Eddie O'Leary broke
his own personal record for the highest priced achieved at a
breeze-up sale when his Lynn Lodge Stud-consigned Justify colt
went the way of Alex Elliott on behalf of Amo Racing for €1
million before the same outfit sold a filly by the stallion to
Coolmore deep into the session for €800,000.

However, while such sales exemplify the booming trade at the
top, the theory that Brexit was to blame for the shakey
underbelly to the market at the breeze-up sales in Britain this
year was kicked to the curb with just a 76% [down from 83% last
year] clearance rate posted on Saturday after a significant
number of private sales. The aggregate did climb 3.5% to
£21,836,500 while the average was up by 9% to €165,428 and
the median fell by €10,000 to <£100,000.

Williamson is no stranger to big-ticket results, and can point to
Irish 2,000 Guineas winner Native Trail (GB) as being the most
high-profile horse that has charted a path from his renowned
Oak Tree Farm to Godolphin, but even he admitted to feeling
the pressure this breeze-up season.

The visibly emotional consignor said shortly after the sale, "It’s
been a stressful week to say the least. He pulled a shoe after the
practice breeze and stood on the nail so we have been minding
that for a few days. But then he breezed exceptionally well. His
breeze was out of this world-as we all know, he did the fastest

She’s been acquired by Coolmore and everyone was keen to get
her, but no trainer has been decided yet.”

Hassett also enjoyed a fine result with his Too Darn Hot filly--a
£100,000 Orby Book 1 purchase--selling to trainer Fabrice
Chappet for €400,000.

Recalling how he ended up watching the breeze-up sale from a
hospital bed, Hassett said, “l was
bringing the Too Darn Hot [filly]
[lot 143] over and sometimes
these horses can get a bit
excited at the start. She jumped
forward, got in front of me a
little bit and kicked out.

“She kicked me just below the
knee at the top of the tibia. The
bone is shaped like a funnel and
it broke off half the funnel, so
he’s broken the tibia and part of
the knee joint, which makes it
quite sore, | can tell you!”

The consignor added, “I got
taken away in an ambulance but
I’'m lucky that | have a really
good team. | couldn’t really talk
for the first day or two and | didn’t have reception or Whatsapp
so they just had to do their thing. They came and met me every
night and we went through the lists and then we had a morning
meeting between seven and eight.”

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DARK ANGEL’'S DARLINGHURST PREVAILS IN
CHANTILLY FEATURE by sean Cronin

Last month’s Listed Prix Maurice Caillault victor Darlinghurst
(Ire) (Dark Angel {Ire}--Dr Simpson {Fr}, by Dandy Man {Ire})
remained on an upward trajectory after securing a comfortable
win in Saturday’s G3 Prix de Guiche at Chantilly.

“We always thought he would be a good horse, but we were
slightly disappointed when he was defeated in his first start,”
revealed part-owner Jean-Etienne Dubois. “Jerome [Reynier] has
been patient with him and he has pleased us ever since, showing
improvement with every run. He is not entered in the [G1 Prix
du] Jockey Club and he will not be supplemented for the race, so
we will see in time what his trainer has in mind.”

TDN: How many are you training/how big is your operation
these days? Retirement doesn't exactly seem to be on your
radar after reloading with some 2-year-olds at OBS this spring.

When the familiar blue silks flashed by the finish line in
Saturday's $400,000 GIl Man o' War S. at Belmont at the Big A, it
would have been easy to assume the favorite, last year's Gl
Canadian International hero and Godolphin homebred Nation's
Pride (Ire), had won it for trainer Charlie Appleby. Instead, it was
his stablemate, Godolphin's Appleby-trained Silver Knott (GB),
who proved victorious and made it two in a row on American
shores in 2024 after capturing Keeneland's GlI Elkhorn S. last
out.

The Godolphin runners were next to each other in the Man o'
War gate--posts eight and nine--and didn't stray far from each
other until the final furlong of the 1 3/8-mile test. Longshot So
High (GB) (Nathaniel {Ire}) set an easy pace as Nation's Pride
stalked and Silver Knott followed in third with the rest of the
field well strung out behind. As the fractions clicked by in :24.09
and :48.09, positions up front remained unchanged. Cont.

After the mile marker was reached in 1:38.08, Nation's Pride
pounced first, but it was Silver Knott who had more momentum.
The two briefly matched strides down the lane, but Silver Knott
quickly shook free of his stablemate and finished 4 1/2 lengths
clear while full of run. Last-out 12-furlong Keeneland allowance
winner Ohana Honor caught Nation's Pride late to secure second
by a neck, while So High faded to sixth. Silver Knott covered the
11 furlongs in 2:13.80.

“Around the turn,” said winning rider Flavien Prat, “l was
traveling super well and when | called on him, the way he
responded | thought | could get home.”

Added Alex Merriam, assistant to Appleby: “I think he has
[improved]. He’s been gelded and | think the step up in trip has
probably helped him. If you look at his pedigree, he’s probably a
horse that wants a bit further. He’s done nothing but improve so
fingers crossed he keeps going that way.”

Silver Knott, a 725,000gns purchase by Godolphin in Book 1 of
the 2021 Tattersalls October Yearling Sale, captured a pair of
Group 3 races in the U.K. as a 2-year-old before shipping
stateside to miss by just a nose in the 2022 Gl Breeders' Cup
Juvenile Turf. While he's shipped back and forth between the
U.S. and the U.K. several times since then, he has made the
majority of his starts in America, including his last seven. After a
number of close placings, including a third in the GI Hollywood
Derby in December, he was freshened in Dubai over the winter
and returned to America for the Apr. 20 Elkhorn win.

Merriam said both Silver Knott and Nation's Pride would ship
to Saratoga Sunday to prepare for summer campaigns.

Pedigree Notes:

Ballylinch Stud's Lope de Vega is the sire of the Man o' War
winner as well as 68 other graded winners. Among his 127
black-type winners worldwide is SW & G1SP-Eng Novakai (GB),
who is bred identically to Silver Knott as she is also out of a
Nathaniel (Ire) mare. Nathaniel has just seven stakes winners
out of his daughters, so it may seem remarkable that two of the
seven are by Lope de Vega. The cross is not unprecedented,
however, as 11 of Lope de Vega's stakes winners are out of
mares by Galileo (Ire), Nathaniel's sire.

Silver Knott's young dam, a MGSW in England in 2018 who also
won the G1 Premio Lydia Tesio Sisal Matchpoint in Italy that
year, is a half-sister to British MG1SW Postponed (Ire) (Dubawi
{Ire}), who also won the G1 Dubai Sheema Classic. Silver Knott is
her first foal. Godolphin purchased her second, King's Reign (Fr)
(Dubawi {Ire}), as a 1.5 million gns yearling at Book 1 of the 2022
Tattersalls October Yearling Sale. God Given (GB) also has a 2-
year-old colt, Divine Legacy (GB) (Siyouni {Fr}).

Proving once again why he was elected into the National
Museum of Racing and Hall of Fame during his first year of
eligibility, Joel Rosario confidently handled Neecie Marie as she
came from the clouds to win the Glll Beaugay S. at the Big A on
Saturday. Cont.

The first-time graded stakes winner tried on three occasions
last fall to cap her 3-year-old campaign with a higher-level
victory, but she missed by a neck to Eternal Hope (Ire) (Teofilo
{Ire}) over the South Ozone Park grass surface in the Glll Jockey
Club Oaks Invitational S. in mid-September. The filly was the
runner-up to the same rival a month later in the Gll Sands Point
S., and she completed her season when she was a well-beaten
fifth in the off-the-turf Glll Mrs. Revere S. at Churchill Downs in
late November.

Fresh as a daisy as a 7-1 shot here, the bay was taken in hand
heading into the first turn as heavy favorite Whitebeam tried to
not let Spirit And Glory get loose on the lead. As the pair of co-
leaders battled up the backstretch, Neecie Marie was conserving
her energy at the rear, but novice onlookers would not have
known it as she looked soundly beaten around the far turn.

With multiple lengths to traverse, Rosario started to rouse his
mount at the top of the lane. He authored a perfectly timed
move, and it paid off in the final jumps over the pacesetters as
the filly handed her connections a breathtaking win.

“l was a little concerned [about being too far back], but | could
see the jock [Joel Rosario] wasn’t concerned--he was still taking
a hold going down the backside, so he must have felt he had
something under him,” said trainer Butch Reid. “It looked like a
daunting task turning for home, but this is a nice filly and | think
a bigger, stronger filly than last year, too. We’re looking for big
things from her.

“We'll see how she bounces out of this one. This was obviously
a little under her best distance, but it was what we were looking
for off the layoff and | think she’ll be better on down the road.”

“I was very comfortable,” Rosario said. “She doesn’t have a lot
of early speed and for a mile and a sixteenth, | thought maybe it
would be a little short for her, but she was grinding it out and
she kept coming. She finished really well for me.

“If you asked me if | thought we were going to win the race
turning for home--maybe not--but it looked like she was getting
to them and the further we go, the more she was getting to
them. It was perfect.”
