Dan (Goldencents) had a workout. 

   And trainer Kenny McPeek is getting more and more confident 
that his colt, winner of the Derby and second in the GI 
Preakness, will be in the starting gate at Saratoga Race Course 
for the GI Belmont S. on June 8.

   Mystik Dan, with exercise rider Danny Ramsey aboard, went 
five furlongs in 1:01.59 (2/5) on the Oklahoma Training Track 
Saturday morning. He worked in company with Gould=s Gold

(Goldencents).

   McPeek has kept the promise that he would take his time 
deciding whether or not Mystik Dan would run in the Belmont. 
The deadline is quickly approaching as the draw for the race is 
Monday. 

 A final answer should come Sunday.

   AThis was a nice, solid breeze,@ McPeek said after the 5:30 a.m.

actually acting like his energy level is getting higher from the

   AShe just needed a nice little stretch out,@ McPeek said. AShe

keeps herself fit; she=s a natural athlete.@ 

Brown Getting Closer to Running Two in Belmont
   It looks more and more likely that the Chad Brown barn will

have two runners in the Belmont S. at Saratoga. One is the

expected morning-line favorite in Sierra Leone (Gun Runner),

who has been pointed to this race since losing the Kentucky

Derby by a gut-wrenching nose on the first Saturday in May.

   Brown is hopeful that Tuscan Gold (Medaglia d=Oro) will join

Sierra Leone in the starting gate on June 8. Both horses turned

in their final works for the race on Saturday.

   AI am leaning towards running him,@ Brown said outside his

barn on the Oklahoma. 

   Brown said he was excited about Tuscan Gold=s chances in the

Preakness two weeks ago, but the colt did not like the muddy

track and was never a factor, finishing fourth.

   AHe was fresh, he was training great, and I really liked his

chances going into that race,@ Brown said. AI felt terrible going

into the first turn; he was clearly not handling the track. He was

trying to lose contact with the field and the jockey (Tyler

Gaffalione) was doing the best he could to stay after him and

keep him in the game, but it just wasn=t for him. I am actually

surprised he ran fourth with as little effort as he showed.@

   If Tuscan Gold does run in the Belmont, he=ll have a new

jockey in Joel Rosario. Brown also took Gaffalione off Sierra

Leone and replaced him with Flavien Prat.

Pletcher Full of Cliches
   When the work was done Saturday morning, Hall of Fame

trainer Todd Pletcher said all the right things about the three

horses he is pointing to the Belmont: Antiquarian

(Preservationist), Mindframe (Constitution) and Protective

(Medaglia d=Oro).

were timed in :50.26 (35/51).

   AI think all three of them will appreciate the mile and a quarter

(Belmont distance),@ Pletcher said.

   Antiquarian, who will be ridden by Hall of Fame jockey John

Velazquez, won the GIII Peter Pan S. in his last start.

   Mindframe has been ultra impressive in his first two starts,

winning by a combined 21 1/4 lengths and Pletcher has

confidence he can run with the big boys. He will be ridden by

Irad Ortiz, Jr.

   Protective has yet to win a race but the maiden was third in

the GII Wood Memorial S. and third in the Peter Pan. Pletcher

said he will Amost likely@ have Tyler Gaffalione riding Protective.

   Mott said that if the Belmont were being run at its traditional

distance of 1 1/2 miles, Resilience would be sitting it out.

   AHe had a good trip (in the Derby). He made a run. He

flattened out,@ Mott said. AIs he going to flatten out again at a

mile and a quarter? If he does, then we=ll know.@

   AI had him in :48 and change,@ said trainer Danny Gargan. AHe

was rolling early but then I had him slow down a little bit. He

worked well.@

   As long as Dornoch continues to progress, Gargan told the

Belmont notes team the 3-year-old will start in Saturday's

Belmont S. 

   AWe are hoping,@ said Gargan. AWe just have to stay focused

and get lucky. Hopefully, have a good trip this time.

   AHe=s training really well. He worked good. We are really

pleased with him,@ said Gargan.

Louisiana Derby, last year's GII Kentucky Jockey Club S. hero

covered the distance in :48.40 (48/166) outside of his

stablemate Anthem King (Bolt d'Oro), a maiden winner at

Turfway Mar. 8 and a latest fourth to Belmont-bound 'TDN

Rising Star' Mindframe (Constitution) in a Derby Day allowance

beneath the Twin Spires. The duo went the opening quarter-

mile in :24.20, according to clocker Adam Wallace.

   AHe bounced out of the Derby in great shape,@ Beckman told

the Churchill Downs notes team. AWe toyed for a little bit about

running back in the Preakness but thought he=d do better with a

little more time between starts.

   Keith Asmussen was injured at about 12:47 p.m. ET in the 1st

race at Churchill, a $10,000 claimer for fillies and mares three

and up. The Equibase chart said his mount, Singsational

(Audible) Awas jostled between horses and squeezed back at the

start, clipped a rival's hind heels and fell at the eleven sixteenths

pole, then walked off.@ Singsational, who was caught by

outriders and widely reported as uninjured, is trained by Steve

Asmussen. 

   Keith Asmussen was transported to the hospital with extensive

injuries, including a fractured right femur and three broken ribs,

and is scheduled to have surgery Sunday morning. Cont.

   Just under three hours later, Erik Asmussen was involved in an

incident just past the wire in the 1st race at Lone Star. He had

the early lead in the $10,000 starter optional claiming race, but

gave way late to finish sixth and had crossed the wire when his

mount, Good Heart (Good Samaritan) fell. Mary Ramellini of

Daily Racing Form later reported on X, AApprentice jockey Erik

#Asmussen is being evaluated at a local hospital after being

thrown past the wire in the first race Saturday at #LoneStarPark

and appears to have escaped serious injury, according to his

agent, Travis Church.@

   Good Heart, trained by Steve Roubion, was vanned off. 

   According to official statistics, Keith Asmussen has been riding

since 2020 and has 131 wins from 946 starts. He got his first

graded stakes win earlier this year aboard Lemon Muffin

(Collected) for trainer D. Wayne Lukas in the GIII Honeybee S. at

Oaklawn Park. He had his first GI Kentucky Derby mount last

month with the Lukas-trained Just Steel (Justify), who finished

17th.

   Erik Asmussen has been riding since 2023 and has 42 wins

from 307 mounts. He won his first black-type race earlier this

year in the San Jacinto Turf S. with No Mas Tequila (Northern

Afleet).

   Highland Falls settled on the inside in fourth as Frosted

Departure registered quarter- and half-mile fractions of :23.31

and :47.72. The tempo quickened on the turn as Cagliostro

emerged with the lead at the top of the lane. Meanwhile,

Highland Falls tipped out with dead aim on Cagliostro. Just as it

appeared he would run out of room, Highland Falls found

another gear to run down the late leader and prevail by a length

in a visually powerful performance and a strong gallop out. The

winner got the nine furlongs in 1:48.51.  

   AHe seems to need a little bit of encouragement to keep

focused and not level off,@ said Geroux. AHe kept finding more

late down the lane and did some of his best running inside the

eighth pole.@

   Trainer Brad Cox added: AI think this is a breakthrough

performance for him. He needed to win a race like this and I

think it can really kick start his campaign. He=s regally bred and

can run all day long. A mile-and-a-quarter race down the road

shouldn=t be a problem for him.@

   The Blame served as the local prep for the GI Stephen Foster

S., which will be held over the Louisville oval June 29. However,

Cox indicated another Godolphin runner, 'TDN Rising Star' First

Mission (Street Sense), has that race in his targets and Highland

Falls will likely seek other laurels. First Mission has won his last

two: the GII Alysheba S. May 3 at Churchill and Oaklawn's GIII

Essex H. in March. 

   Highland Falls debuted with a win last August at Ellis Park,

added wins at Churchill and Fair Grounds in November and

January, and dipped his toes into stakes company in March with

a fourth in the GI Santa Anita H. His 104 Beyer and second at

Oaklawn was his last out prior to the Blame. Cont.

TAPIT'S 'RISING STAR' SCYLLA SIZZLES IN

SHAWNEE FOR JUDDMONTE
   Juddmonte homebred Scylla (Tapit) gave notice she'll be one

to watch in the older mare division this year with a facile score

in Churchill's GIII Shawnee S. Saturday. It marked the first stakes

victory for the 'TDN Rising Star' following a seven-length

blowout and 93 Beyer figure in a one-mile optional allowance

over the surface on GI Kentucky Derby day. Last year's GII

Mother Goose S. and GIII Falls City S. winner Xigera (Nyquist),

fifth behind Juddmonte's champion Idiomatic (Curlin) in the May

3 La Troienne S. in her seasonal debut, was second, while last

year's GI CCA Oaks winner Wet Paint (Blame was third). Cont.

   Favored at 6-5, Scylla broke cleanly and immediately settled

into a tracking spot just off the hip of pacesetter Xigera. Javier

Castellano kept her under wraps as Xigera, second choice at 5-2,

ticked off early fractions in :24.06 and :48.33. Scylla ran out of

patience on the far turn and collared Xigera with enthusiasm.

She shifted in down the lane, causing Xigera to shift out, but the

race was no longer a contest and Scylla coasted home a 3 1/4-

length victress.

The win was also the first

stakes ride and victory for young apprentice rider Pietro Moran

who picked up the mount from Patrick Husbands for trainer

Kevin Attard.

He=s still a little bit immature, that=s the first time he=s run

around a bend and he still actually felt a little bit green in front

over the last two furlongs--I never really got him organised and

he was changing leads, so hopefully there=s plenty more to work

   For all that City Of Troy had wowed with his sectionals as a 2-

year-old, in hindsight we can now determine that they were

impressive in the context of him being a mile-and-a-quarter or

mile-and-a-half horse in the making. Closer inspection of the

speed with which he covered the first half of the 2,000 Guineas

shows that for a colt built as he is, it was unsustainable and

while the Derby by no means represents a less serious test than

that mile Classic, it was at least going to allow him to go through

the motions in a more suitably prolonged and casual manner.

   Casual was the watchword from the outset, with Moore

notably easy and cool as he allowed the favourite to cruise on to

the tail of the field already one down due to the misadventure

of Voyage. That runner=s instantaneous misfortune was a

reminder of the harsh nature of the fates, especially around

here with all its complexities to navigate and by the time the

field started the descent to Tattenham Corner luck seemed the

be the key factor in this year=s Derby.

   All the visual signs from an early stage was that there was not

going to be a repeat of his Newmarket nightmare for City Of

Troy, so strongly was he travelling in Moore=s hands, but for it to

happen he was going to need to get out of the pocket he had

ended up in. On the heels of Ambiente Friendly near the bottom

of the hill, he was forced to momentarily take back and lost

some momentum there as Los Angeles still moved with comfort

on the front end. Crossing the road at the top of the straight,

Robert Havlin was motionless on the Gredleys= runner with

Moore getting going in the saddle and a few strides later it was

apparent who the main players were going to be this year.

   As Los Angeles plugged on, Havlin had him covered but while

he chose to sit and wait straightening for home, City Of Troy was

up into his big paces and the length the runner-up subsequently

lost in momentum three out was never coming back.

   Auguste Rodin finished 12th in the Guineas, 20 lengths behind

Chaldean. City Of Troy's nosedive 12 months later was equally

perplexing; embarrassing even, for O'Brien, who rummaged for

explanations. He had shown "the best two-year-old I've trained"

too much respect on the gallops. City Of Troy had been too fizzy

in the stalls. Punters listened to this growing list of mitigations

without being fully convinced by any of them.

   But the Auguste Rodin story also offered a route out of trouble

- a redemptive precedent. His three-quarter-length win at

Epsom righted the wrong of Newmarket and obliged us to

consider that horses are flesh and blood who have good days

and bad. And Auguste Rodin's boom-and-bust pattern continued

throughout a campaign that was thrilling one minute and

baffling the next.

   O'Brien had sampled salvation once, but could he do it again?

Was City of Troy too small? Had he trained on? Would the

Epsom stalls be his undoing? No, yes, and no were the answers,

as the Big Hope of this Flat season quickened away from

Ambiente Friendly, restoring his reputation, along with the hope

that 2024 has unearthed a champion.

    O'Brien called him his best Derby winner yet. City Of Troy also

caused him more angst than the other nine. You could see it as

he struggled to catch his breath in the winner's enclosure. No

matter how 'great' people are in sport, they are only one

calamity away from self-doubt. All the triumphs of the past can

be stripped away by misplaced faith, or hyperbole that falls flat,

or the murmured inference that they mucked it up.

   O'Brien was brave enough to

admit minor errors in the

build-up to the Guineas. But you

could tell, too, that his defences

had been pierced. "There's

always a stick to beat you with,"

he said here. Stepping down

from the trophy presentation

dais, he considered a question

about the power of vindication

in sport. It struck a chord.

   "I feel relieved, really," he said.

"Every opinion that everybody

has, everyone is entitled to it,

totally. And you have to take it

on board. Sometimes you don't

always agree with it. You feel like trying to explain it to people.

But that's not the way. Everybody has to have an opinion and

everyone has to voice it.

   "And all that you do is - you hope the faith you had in the

horse, or the person, comes through. We felt he was the most

special horse that we had, last year. He only had three runs. I

focused hard on him through the winter. We had to look under a

few stones we haven't had to look under before - and they were

the ones that came and got us."

   It helps when your pilot is the supreme Flat race jockey of his

generation. On a retrieval mission, Ryan Moore is the rider you

would send in to recover the goods. "Ryan was very cool on

him," O'Brien agreed. "After the Guineas he didn't have to be

that cool, a lot of stuff could have happened, but he stayed cool

and calm."

   Moore paid his own tribute to a trainer who has elevated two

consecutive Guineas duds to the stars. He said: "Aidan knew

what he had, he didn't lose faith in him."

   Sometimes promising horses flop - and keep flopping. Epsom is

the resting place of many big reputations. Not City Of Troy's. A

bad day doesn't have to be terminal. A defeat isn't always a

disaster.

   O'Brien said it better than anybody: "It just goes to show that

in horseracing, in sport, in life, nobody knows what's round the

corner, or what can happen."

   A Triple Crown winner on the dirt - and one who, unusually,

was unraced at two - Justify is now the sire of a Derby winner. A

gulf has been narrowed.

   "We're trying to make the

world a smaller place," joked

Coolmore's MV Magnier as he

stood in the winner's circle, the

relief palpable, but more on

behalf of the operation's chief

ally, Aidan O'Brien.

   "There has been a huge

amount of pressure on that man,

undeservedly so, and I am just

pleased that the horse has

shown how good he is. It's a

huge relief," he continued. 

   "They are not machines.

Horses can put in a bad run. Things can go wrong, and we're not

really sure what did go wrong. But he justified it today - excuse

the pun."

   Such was the anticipation of seeing a potential superstar in

City Of Troy that the disappointment ran deep following the

2,000 Guineas to the point where it was hard for those outside

the camps of Ballydoyle and Coolmore to approach Epsom with

anything other than caution. While the world of social media

was preoccupied by the horse's height, his trainer stood firm in

his belief that City Of Troy's reputation, at least, was in for a

sudden growth spurt.

   "I can't explain to you how confident Aidan was," Magnier

said. "Last year he told me that he was happy with Auguste

Rodin before the horse ran and this year he was just as

confident."

   A handful of classy juveniles by Justify were sprinkled around

the world last season: City Of Troy and Opera Singer were the

top-rated colt and filly in Europe, Ramatuelle the top-rated

two-year-old in France, and Just F Y I and Hard To Justify each

landed a Grade I at the Breeders' Cup. So far so good, but what

really matters for any stallion is what their offspring can do at

three. Of those named, Ramatuelle and Opera Singer managed a

third-place finish in the 1,000 Guineas in England and Ireland

respectively, while Just F Y I was second in the Kentucky Oaks.

But Saturday's result is what really mattered.

   "It's huge," Magnier said. "It's something we couldn't have

imagined, but Dad was always keen on Justify and he always

thought he would be the perfect outcross for our operation. To

be fair to the lads, they put their neck on the line and they

ended up being offered him.

   "When a horse can do it on both [dirt and turf] - he could

hopefully be something we haven't seen before."

   He continued, "All that stuff on Twitter about whether or not

he was a small horse. It's crazy. Fair enough, maybe he is a small

horse but there's one thing for sure, he's bigger than Northern

Dancer.

   "Everyone was a bit gutted

after the Guineas but we've seen

the way he has worked since,

and Aidan was full of confidence.

One who fits that

bill and could be on a steep

ascent is Haras de la

Morsangliere=s unbeaten Look

De Vega (GB) by the 2010

winner Lope De Vega (Ire)

whose own sire Shamardal won

the first Jockey Club after the

shift from its past mile-and-a-half distance. Steadily brought to a

peak by Carlos and Yann Lerner, the relative of another winner

of the race in its current guise in Lawman (Fr) gave some

indication as to his raw material when winning

ParisLongchamp=s Prix de Croissy conditions event last month.

   There is very little to go on in terms of form as to how he

measures up, but he just looks a bit special. Yann Lerner took

him to Chantilly for a recent gallop and said, AHe adapted very

well to the course and he proved inch-perfect when it came to

negotiating the final uphill section of the course.

Jeff Smith=s

Ghostwriter (Ire) (Invincible Spirit {Ire}) was fourth at

Newmarket and his trainer Clive Cox is relishing the opportunity

of saddling a rare middle-distance Classic contender who is

particularly favourably drawn in two. AWe don=t have to worry

about being out wide now, so thank goodness,@ he said. AHe=s

only performed on a quicker surface, so that=s a territory we=re

just going to have to find out about, but I=m confident with the

way he moves that he=ll handle

himself on softer ground.

Without a shadow of a doubt,

the form of the Guineas is

already showing how strong a

Guineas it was. You have the

first and second in the Irish

Guineas and then the sixth

horse winning the Sandy Lane.@

   Ballydoyle have finally

emerged front-and-centre and

are represented here by Diego

Velazquez (Ire) (Frankel {GB}),

who is up to a more suitable

trip having caught the eye

when fourth in the G1 Poule

d=Essai des Poulains. AWe felt a
