Session-topping hip 54 | Fasig-Tipton

TIMONIUM, MD - Midway through Monday's first session of the
Fasig-Tipton Midlantic May 2-Year-Olds in Training Sale in
Timonium, one bloodstock agent quipped, “Turns out untimed
works, work.” The final figures of the auction's opening session--
conducted a week after the company's first untimed under-tack
preview show--seemed to bear the sentiment out, with the
session's average and median concluding well ahead of last year's
sale record-setting figures.

“It was a tremendous start to the Fasig Midlantic May 2-Year-
Olds in Training sale,” Fasig-Tipton President Boyd Browning said
Monday evening. “There were pretty significant statistical
increases over last year. It will be the end of the day tomorrow
before we can make any absolute comparisons, but you could feel
the energy and the activity in the pavilion today.”

ASK HIWU: ADVICE ON SUPPLEMENT
USAGE By Dan Ross

With a view to pulling the veil back on the hows and whys of
their operations, a representative of the Horseracing Integrity
and Safety Act (HISA) Authority or the Horseracing Integrity and
Welfare Unit (HIWU) will every week answer a question of
industry importance posed by the TDN. If you have any questions
you'd like to ask HISA or HIWU, please feel free to send them
over to us at the following email address: danross@thetdn.com.

The following question was submitted by Kate Hunter, a U.S.
representative for Japanese participants.

Q: Why won't HISA/HIWU provide official or even informal
guidance when asked about what supplements are permissible
and when, as well as what common medications can be used and
how? When asked directly by international trainers or even U.S.
local vets, no answer is provided.

For example, this year when our U.S.-based attending vet
reached out to HISA/HIWU to confirm how a common topical
antibiotic could be used before a race, they were told
HISA/HIWU doesn't give guidance and the vet and the trainer
are responsible.

It wasn't always like this. In 2023 when many Japanese horses
came to the Breeders' Cup, we provided a list of supplements
from Japan with detailed ingredient lists (most are fruits and veg
and minerals) and asked for HISA/HIWU's best opinion on use.
Some guidance was provided in 2023 which was greatly
appreciated, most of it similar to "this is an unknown product so
it must be stopped 42 hours out and used at your own risk." But
by 2024, | started getting a response that provided no guidance
or help whatsoever.

For the session, 175 horses grossed $26,365,500 for an average
of $150,000 and a median of $75,000. During last year's auction,
which was held in one continuous session following weather
delays, 327 juveniles sold for a gross of $44,317,500. The average
was $135,528 and the median was $60,000. All three were
highwater marks for the May sale.

For the first time last week, Fasig-Tipton conducted its under-
tack preview without published workout times and Browning
admitted he came into Monday's first session of the auction with
some extra nerves.

“There was some apprehension,” Browning said. “We changed
the format. And any time you change the format, there is
uncertainty, there is anxiety, there is worry. And through the first
half, with the great help of both our consignors and our buyers,
we navigated that change in a rewarding fashion and a very
positive manner. We still have half the catalogue coming
tomorrow, but | would be lying if | didn't say | was very, very
relieved and pleased with the opening session.”

From 300 catalogued horses, 229 went through the ring with 54
failing to meet their reserves for a buy-back rate of 23.6%.

“It was a very vibrant market,” Browning said. “The RNA rate
was very reasonable for a 2-year-old-in-training sale. The scratch
rate was lower than in the past. So all signs are very, very positive
after the first session.”

'‘The Hype is Real': $2.1-Million Hightline
Qolt to KASSable

Bloodstock agent Pedro Lanz, bidding on behalf of the Saudi-
based KAS Stable, went to $2.1 million to acquire a colt from the
first crop of champion Flightline (hip 54) from the Sequel
consignment. Bred by Chester Broman, the chestnut colt is out of
Gl Breeders' Cup F/M Sprint winner Bar of Gold (Medaglia d'Oro)
and is a half-brother to graded winner Coinage (Tapit).

“This horse is going to race here in the United States," Lanz said
after signing the ticket on the colt. "I don't know who is going to
train him yet. We were waiting to secure the horse first before
we decided."

Of his impressions of the colt, Lanz added, "The first time | saw
him was in a video of him breezing on dirt that Sequel posted on
X. He is a very nice mover. He is a beautiful, balanced horse with
a good hip and shoulder and a nice walk. He is out of a Breeders'
Cup champion mare. And then there is all the hype with
Flightline. I think the hype is real.”

Lanz later revealed that his pricey purchase would be joining
the California barn of John Sadler, who, of course, conditioned
Flightline throughout his undefeated career and Horse of the
Year honors.

The works at last week's under-tack preview were untimed by
the sales company, but Lanz said he saw enough from the colt on
the track in Timonium to be confident in his bidding.

“He galloped into the turn on his left lead and then immediately
changed leads perfectly,” he said. “I| don't care about the time,
but | was clocking. The horse went in :35 4/5, which is a very nice
three-furlong breeze for a 2-year-old.”

While he accepted congratulations on the purchase, Lanz
admitted, “I celebrate this, but the real celebration is when they
can win races at the track.”

Flightline Colt Stars for Broman, Sequel

The $2.1-million session-topping bid made by bloodstock agent
Pedro Lanz to secure a New York-bred colt by Flightline (hip 54)
was no great surprise for the Sequel team which consigned him
to the Fasig-Tipton Midlantic sale on behalf of his breeder,
Chester Broman.

“He was an absolutely terrific colt,” said Sequel's Carlos
Manresa. “We had posted a video of him stretching his legs out
on the farm and it was very well received by everyone and
started spreading around. People started coming to the farm to
see the horse. We really knew we were going to be up here with
something special. And with his pedigree, the stars aligned on
that horse. That doesn't happen very often, so it was really great
for everyone on the team.”

The colt is out of Bar of Gold (Medaglia d'Oro), last-gasp, 66-1
winner of the 2017 GI Breeders' Cup Filly & Mare Sprint in the
colors of Broman and his late wife, Mary.

Later in the session, a filly by Curlin out of Broman's multiple
graded stakes-winning mare Highway Star (Girolamo) (hip 240)
sold for $560,000 to Milk River Racing. Cont. p6

Becky Thomas. “I had Highway Star, | trained the entire family.

Mr. Broman
has created a phenomenal team. His farm manager Greg Falk,
Alan Porter does the matings with me, and | get the babies after
they are weaned. He always says he hired professionals and he
lets the professionals make the decisions. He just has a great
team behind him.”

While hip 54 had been entered in previous sales, Thomas said
the Midlantic May sale was always his preferred target.

“He's a big two-turn colt, so we wanted to give him enough
foundation,” Thomas said. “And then knowing that this sale was
going to be an untimed dirt sale, we felt like we wanted to
support Fasig-Tipton.”

Thomas said she had no concerns about this year's untimed
preview show after rain forced the later horses in the 2025
auction to gallop ahead of the auction.

“I wished | had been on that last day and a half,” Thomas said.
“We had a big hiccup with our favorite horse in the sale last year
who chipped a knee and had it been the day after, we would not
have done that.”

“We loved [the untimed works],” she continued. “Our horses are
breezing. They are going plenty fast.”

During Tuesday's second and final session of the auction, Sequel
will offer two more fillies on behalf of Broman. Hip 357 isa
daughter of Gun Runner and hip 386 is a daughter of Nashville.

'He Made it Real Easy': Volatile Colt

Rewards Crane

When Clovis Crane and Joe Besecker partnered up to purchase a
colt by Volatile for $18,000 at the Fasig-Tipton Midlantic Fall sale
last year, Crane admitted the yearling was “a little immature.”
Fast forward some eight months and the colt, named Mi
Explosivo (hip 13), was all grown up and rewarded the partners
when selling for $650,000 to the bid of bloodstock agent Donato
Lanni, on behalf of Zedan Racing, Monday at Fasig-Tipton.

“He matured the right way and did everything right,” Crane
said. “Every day that horse got up and he was excited to go train.
He made it real easy.”

While last week's under-tack previews were officially untimed,
the gray juvenile was largely credited with the show's fastest
work (video), but Crane said the time was immaterial to
Monday's result.

“You didn't have to time it to see what he did,” Crane said of
the work. “He was visibly impressive. You didn't have to have a
timer on him. You could tell in the turn when he switched leads,
he accelerated. And it was obvious. But he's done that all along.
Everything he has done has been exciting.”

Crane said he didn't know what to expect when he returned the
colt to the Midlantic ring Monday. Cont. p7

Crane concluded, “Man, it was incredibly exciting.”

In contrast, every other international jurisdiction gives you
clear guidance even on foreign products. They don't expect
people visiting for one race who don't speak English to figure it
out on their own. It's important that at least a trainer or vet can
confidently contact the governing authority in a country and
have them double check they are following the rules correctly,
especially so in the U.S., where the rules have changed so much
in recent years and the consequences for a rules violation is so
severe.

HIWU:

HISA and HIWU recognize the importance of assisting all
horsemen, whether they are based in the United States or
abroad, in complying with HISA's rules when they race or train at
racetracks covered by HISA. The 2023 Breeders' Cup represented
the first U.S. racing event with significant international presence
since the launch of the Anti-Doping and Medication Control
(ADMC) Program, and we are glad that HIWU's approach to
supporting international competitors with navigating the ADMC
Program Rules was helpful at that time.

HIWU developed and launched an extensive educational plan
through 2023 and 2024, which included an updated website, a
free mobile app with a substance lookup tool, and multiple other
resources. Consequently, we established a consistent initial
response to inquiries about medications and supplements, which
was to encourage horsemen to review these new resources when
researching specific products. We also shared the most relevant
content from these resources with the Breeders' Cup to
distribute to horsemen as part of their pre-event materials.

That said, we regret any frustration caused by this approach
and take Ms. Hunter's feedback seriously. In advance of this
year's Breeders' Cup, HIWU will reach out to Ms. Hunter and
other international representatives proactively to ensure that all
horsemen and veterinarians feel comfortable competing under
HISA's rules. We encourage other horsemen, regardless of
country of origin, to reach out to us before racing in states
covered by HISA if they have concerns about specific medications
or dietary supplements. The more time we are given to answer
guestions, the more helpful we can be.

Further, HISA has just completed a new handbook that will be
shared with international stakeholders to help them meet HISA's
requirements.

Horsemen and veterinarians may find the following information
useful when making decisions about dietary supplements and/or
products manufactured outside the United States. The most
important takeaway is that, since dietary supplements are not
regulated by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), users do
not have any way of knowing if the ingredients listed on the
product labels are complete and accurate. This is why HIWU
cannot endorse or approve these products, and it is up to
horsemen to determine their own risk assessment when deciding
whether or not to use them.

The Racing Medication & Testing Consortium (RMTC)
anticipates launching RMTC CleanSport, a third-party supplement
testing and certification program for equine sport, in the coming
months. This program will provide an additional decision-making
tool for end users of supplements if they choose to use them in
their horse(s).

Foreign Medications

Medications/substances with potential therapeutic uses that
are manufactured outside the United States and lack FDA
approval are considered Banned Substances, even if they are
approved for use in other countries. Horsemen and veterinarians
are strongly advised against importing medications lacking FDA
approval into the United States. HIWU's Science team can assist
with reviewing specific foreign products via
sciencesupport@hiwu.org. Cont. p11

Dietary Supplements

Dietary supplements and feed products are not regulated by
the FDA, and approval by a foreign regulatory body does not
transfer to the ADMC Program. Thus, horsemen who compete at
racetracks covered by HISA use supplements at their own risk.
HIWU has published multiple resources and advisories with
guidance regarding their use since the launch of the ADMC
Program.

HISA and HIWU do not approve, certify, or endorse dietary
supplements or other feed products as being permitted under the
ADMC Program. However, HIWU's Science team is happy to help
horsemen and veterinarians with reviewing dietary supplement
labels to make them feel more confident in the products they
select for their horses.

Anyone who has questions about a dietary supplement is
welcome to reach out to sciencesupport@hiwu.org. If given
reasonable notice to review the product(s), the HIWU team can
confirm whether a dietary supplement label explicitly lists any
Prohibited Substances. Confirmation that a supplement label
does not list any Prohibited Substances should not be interpreted
as a guarantee that the supplement itself does not contain
Prohibited Substances, for HIWU has sent supplements for testing
that came back positive for Prohibited Substances that were not
listed on the label.

HIWU continually evaluates ways to best serve industry
stakeholders to facilitate compliance with the ADMC Program
Rules, including in relation to the use of Prohibited Substances
and dietary supplements.

DESPITE OBSTACLES, PREAKNESS HANDLE
HOLDS ITS OWN by Bill Finley

With on-track attendance limited to about 4,800 fans at Laurel
and with this year's Gl Preakness Stakes drawing a weak field
that was missing the Gl Kentucky Derby winner and runner-up,
there appeared to be a strong likelihood that betting handle
would plummet at the middle jewel of the Triple Crown.

But that did not turn out to be the case. According to Equibase
charts, the all-sources handle for Saturday's 14-race card was
$106,982,107. That was a drop of just 2.8% from the
$110,043,794 wagered last year when 14 races were run at
Pimlico.

At deadline for this story, TDN was not able to come up with
on-track numbers for the last two runnings of the Preakness, but
the numbers from Laurel had to be down considerably
considering that there were approximately 63,000 people in
attendance last year at Pimllico.

This year's card also may have benefitted from all 14 races
being run for Thoroughbreds. In 2025, the 14th race was for
Arabians and handle for that race was down considerably from a
figure that would have been typical for a Thoroughbred race.

The Preakness day handle has held steady since a record
$112,504,509 was wagered in 2021.

This was the final Preakness run under the control of 1/ST
Racing. Going forward, the Preakness's intellectual property
rights will be owned by Churchill Downs, but the race will be
conducted and managed by the new non-profit Maryland Jockey
Club and will return to a rebuilt Pimlico in 2027.

PRIZE MONEY TO TAKE2 HUNTER CLASSICS

The New York Thoroughbred Horsemen’s Association (NYTHA),
New York Thoroughbred Breeding and Development Fund, and
New York Racing Association (NYRA) have partnered with the
TAKE2 Program to donate $20,000 in prize money for two
Thoroughbred Classics.
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The first $10,000 TAKE2 Thoroughbred Hunter Classic will be
held on the morning of Friday, July 10, at the Saratoga Women in
Business Spectacular, and the second on the morning of Friday,
August 14, at the Saratoga Summer Horse Show. In addition to
the prize money, the winners of the two Classics each will have
one-day use of the NYTHA Box Seats at Saratoga during the 2026
meet (Saturdays excluded, as available).

Collectively, New York’s racing and breeding stakeholders
contribute about $1.8-million a year to ensure that
Thoroughbreds have happy and healthy lives beyond the
racetrack and to support second-career programs.

“Where better to highlight the success of retired racehorses in
the show ring than Saratoga?” said NYTHA president Tina Marie
Bond. “So many of these horses not only raced here, but were
bred and raised here, and it is wonderful to see them enjoying a
new chapter in their lives in the heart of our state’s
Thoroughbred country.”

“It is our honor and our duty to do all we can for our horses
before, during, and after their racing careers.”

TAKE2 was launched by the late Rick Violette, then president of
NYTHA, in 2012 to create more second-career opportunities for
retired racehorses. The program, which has distributed more
than $1 million in prize money and awards, was affiliated with
just eight horses shows in three states inits first year. There are
now more than 500 horse shows across the country offering
TAKE2 Thoroughbred Hunter and Jumper classes.

“Rick would be incredibly gratified to see members of the New
York’s Thoroughbred community coming together to support this
program,” said NYTHA and TAKE2 executive director Andy
Belfiore. "We don't always see eye to eye, but on Thoroughbred
aftercare, we are in lockstep.”

Kia Joorabchian has poured cold water on any suggestion of a
severing of ties with trainer Robson Aguiar after the Brazilian
native claimed that he had lost at least 10 Amo Racing-owned
runners on Monday.

The Amo boss went as far as saying he was "shocked" by the
trainer's comments and refuted any talk of grumblings between
the pair during racing at Naas on Sunday.

It was suggested that Aguiar was informed of Joorabchian's
decision to take horses away from the stable shortly after the
trainer enjoyed a one-two in the five-furlong conditions race at
Naas, where Your Song, owned in partnership with Kerri
Radcliffe and Arthur Hoyeau, chinned the seemingly better-
fancied and Amo Racing-owned What A Girl Wants.

Explaining the situation on Monday evening, Aguiar said, "Bull
Shark, Ocean Club and Blixen Force are going to California,
where they should win plenty of races, and What A Girl Wants,
Force Noir and Blanc De Blanc are some of the horses who will
go to Freemason Lodge [to be trained by Kevin Philippart De
Foy]."

DREAMING BIG WITH DANK MINI-ME LILT

Described by trainer William Haggas last week as being
"eminently more sensible than me", owner-breeder James
Wigan is nonetheless allowing himself to dream of bigger and
bigger things with star filly Lilt (Lope De Vega), the impressive
winner of Friday's Listed Sky Bet Fillies' Stakes at York.

"I was really pleased with her," added Haggas on Friday,
watching on from afar at Newbury.

"I'm really thrilled for James, he puts such a lot in. I've put her
in the Coronation, so | suspect we've got nothing to lose by
having a go at that. But James is eminently more sensible than
me, so we'll talk about it."

Three days on, Wigan reveals that no such conversation has
taken place thus far, whilst giving little indication that he'll be
the one to temper Haggas's ambition, should the Somerville
Lodge handler remain inclined to roll the big dice and pitch Lilt
into the G1 Coronation Stakes at Royal Ascot.

"We still have horses that Amo owns in partnerships but, the
majority of the horses that they own one hundred per cent, they
have been moved," Aguiar continued. "We have had some great
days with Amo Racing and | wish Kia the best at Royal Ascot and
for the future. Some of our best horses are still here, though.
We have Edward Thatch, Immortal Guard and Power Blue is still
here as well. There are also a number of very good unraced
fillies that we are looking forward to running."

Joorabchian denies any disagreement arose between the pair
following the defeat of What A Girl Wants on Sunday. He
maintains that he provided Aguiar, his long-time ally, with
friendly advice.

He said, "We have not moved 10 horses, we have moved
mares that are in foal and they have gone to stud farms. We also
moved three horses that Robson suggested should go to
America and we have moved three other horses, one of which is
injured and is going for rehabilitation, and the other two, it was
always planned for them to continue their careers in Britain.

"Maybe Robson got upset on Sunday because the only advice
that | gave him was that, as a trainer, owning and having
ownership of horses, and then running them against his other
owners, it is going to create a conflict of interests. Currently, in
Robbie's yard, 60 to 70 per cent, his wife [Giselle] has some

form of ownership of those horses. That is a dangerous game
when you are training for other people. That is the only piece of
advice that | have given him. But | have lived with that."

Asked if he was annoyed about the fact his Amo-owned What
A Girl Wants was turned over by a horse that Aguiar's wife
Giselle part-owned, Joorabchian added, "No, | was not annoyed
with that. Not at all. | have constantly lived with that. | have
always supported him and bought everything that he has had to
sell. I have always given him full support and we continue to do
so. We did not move 10 horses out of his stables. We moved
three. | have bought at least 30 horses from Robson and am the
biggest owner and investor in his yard."

Aguiar has indeed been a part of the Amo Racing team from
the very beginning and, in his role as assistant trainer to Adrian
Murray, was instrumental in providing Joorabchian with a
breakthrough Group 1 success when Bucanero Fuerte stormed
to Phoenix Stakes glory at the Curragh in 2023.

Further big-race riches were recorded through G1 Flying Five
Stakes winner Arizona Blaze and last year's G1 Phoenix Stakes
winner Power Blue, who remains in training with the County
Westmeath-based handler. Even his first winner as a fully
fledged handler came courtesy of the Amo Racing-owned
Bryant at Dundalk in November.

"William has always held her in quite high esteem and it was
just very exciting to see it confirmed on the racecourse," Wigan
says of Lilt, whose six vanquished rivals on the Knavesmire
included four last-time-out winners, with the only exceptions
being last year's Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies Turf runner-up
Pacific Mission (Lope De Vega) and April's G3 Nell Gwyn Stakes
third Act Of Kindness (Siyouni).

"It was only her second race and it looked rather a good field
for a Listed race, but we were hopeful because she'd always
shown herself to be a nice filly at home.

"She ran a bit green and took a bit of time to get the hang of
things. | thought that the leader [So Regal] was gone beyond
recall, but she won nicely in the end, once she got going. She's
obviously still learning, but | would have thought that the race
will bring her on quite a bit. It's an exciting time ahead."

Now unbeaten in two starts, having made a winning debut in
a Doncaster maiden last October, Lilt was already an important
filly for Wigan, long before she ever stepped foot on a
racecourse. The final foal out of his homebred champion Dank
(Dansili)--the winner of the Gl Breeders' Cup Filly & Mare Turf
and Gl Beverly D. Stakes in 2013--Lilt is said to be the spitting
image of her dam, who died of colic a matter of weeks after this
filly was weaned.

"She certainly did, very much so," Wigan confirms when it's
put to him that Dank must have held a special place in his heart.
"And I've always loved her [Lilt] because she looks very much
like the mare. She was much more like her than any of the
others.

"The two girls that looked after Dank at Sir Michael Stoute's,
they both rang [Wigan's wife] Anita after the race and said that
they couldn't believe how similar she was. It's extraordinary."

Equally extraordinary is the success that the team at West
Blagdon Stud continues to enjoy with this family, an association
spanning more than three decades since Wigan bought the
unraced Darshaan mare Masskana for 48,000gns at Tattersalls
in 1994.

Herself a daughter of the Poule d'Essai des Pouliches heroine
Masarika (Thatch), Masskana went on to produce three
top-level winners, with Dank being joined on that illustrious roll
of honour by the Hong Kong Cup scorer Eagle Mountain (Rock
Of Gibraltar) and the Prix Marcel Boussas heroine Sulk (Selkirk).

"She was a lovely mare. She bred three Group 1 winners and
we were lucky to have her," Wigan adds of Masskana. "People
always say that you shouldn't buy the produce of an old mare,
but Masskana was 21 when she foaled Dank. Sulk was quite a lot
earlier--she was the champion two-year-old in France in 2001."

As for the young mares coming through the ranks at his Dorset
base, Wigan is already breeding from two of Lilt's half-sisters,
including the dual Listed winner and G2 Duke Of Cambridge
Stakes third Doom (Dubawi).

He explains, "We have Doom, who William Haggas also
trained. She's got her first foal at foot, a Frankel colt, and she is
back in foal to him."

"We've got her and we've got a Galileo filly called Dusk, who
didn't manage to win a race but was placed a few times. She's
got a Too Darn Hot filly at foot and is in foal to Ghaiyyath,"
Wigan continues. "Luckily, I've learned my lesson about letting
fillies go, then finding that something happens to the mare and
you haven't got any daughters. | do tend to make sure now that
one covers that base."

There, Wigan somewhat betrays the sensible streak that
Haggas was talking about. In fairness, it rather comes with the
territory when you've spent decades in the sport as an
owner-breeder, even for a husband-and-wife combination
currently going through a golden spell. Indeed, Wigan's wife,
Anita, was the proud breeder of another big-race winner in her
own name recently, namely the G3 Derby Trial Stakes hero
James J Braddock (Zarak).

"We all know that you can be brought down to earth very
quickly," adds a realistic Wigan, before allowing himself to
dream again. "But one is always dreaming of the future. That's
the great thing about racing, isn't it?

"Where we go next [with Lilt], | honestly don't know. Apart
from getting a text from William to say that she was fine after
arriving home, | haven't had chance to speak to him to discuss
the next step.

"She was obviously staying on very strongly at York. | would
have thought that a mile and a quarter would be her trip, but
she's obviously got the speed for a mile, too. The options are
open at the moment. We just have to not rush things too much,
but she's certainly big enough and strong enough to hope that
she'll continue to improve. Hopefully, there will be a few nice
races that we can look at."

DISTANT STORM AND ABASHIRI COULD ADD
SPICE TO THE CURRAGH CLASSICS

Distant Storm | Emma Berry

Distant Storm (Night Of Thunder) and Abashiri (Frankel) are
in contention to represent Godolphin in the first Irish Classics
of the season at the Curragh this weekend, with both having
pleased Charlie Appleby since their respective outings at
Newmarket earlier this month.

Distant Storm finished third behind Bow Echo (Night Of
Thunder) and Gstaad (Starspangledbanner) when sent off the
3/1 joint-favourite for the 2,000 Guineas and could be given the
chance to upgrade that finishing position in the Irish equivalent
on Saturday.

Appleby won the 2022 edition of the Irish 2,000 Guineas with
Native Trail, who had previously filled the runner-up spot behind
stablemate Coroebus at Newmarket, while he is yet to win the
Irish 1,000 Guineas.

"Both Distant Storm and Abashiri worked on Saturday
morning, looked great and have come out of their races at
Newmarket well, so we're very much keeping an eye on
Ireland," said the trainer. "On the evidence of Saturday, we'll
leave them in. We'll follow it through the week, check their
wellness and, more importantly, see who else is going to turn
up."

Abashiri was making just her second career appearance when
finishing a creditable fifth in the 1,000 Guineas at Newmarket.
Having originally been earmarked for a tilt at the Oaks at Epsom,
she is now set to stay at a mile for the foreseeable future.

Appleby added, "The filly has definitely come out of the
Guineas in great order and that whole experience of the
Guineas and Newmarket was a big learning curve having only
had one run on the all-weather. She looked a bit clueless when
the rest were quickening.

"William [Buick]'s feedback when he got off her was to stick at
a mile. His impression was that she was sharp enough to stay at
a mile for the minute.

"We'll either run her in Ireland [on Sunday] or run her in
France in the [G2] Prix de Sandringham [at Chantilly] the
weekend after."

BHA IMPLEMENTS FURTHER EQUINE
INFLUENZA PRECAUTIONS

Stratford's popular hunter chase meeting scheduled for
Friday, May 29 has been abandoned as the British Horseracing
Authority (BHA) implements further precautionary measures
following a continued rise in reported equine influenza cases in
the non-thoroughbred population.

The BHA announced on Monday that, from Wednesday this
week, only horses from licensed training yards will be permitted
to enter racecourse property on a raceday, with all hunter chase
races abandoned and other equine activities--including
ex-racehorse parades, petting farms and pony rides as part of
family fun day entertainment--cancelled.

Racing at Plumpton on May 10 was abandoned following a
reported equine flu case in an unvaccinated non-thoroughbred
at a livery yard adjacent to the East Sussex course. The latest
measures aim to prevent any mixing between the thoroughbred
racing herd and horses and ponies from yards that are not
licensed.

With Royal Ascot and the traditional horse-drawn royal
procession that precedes racing due to get under way on June
16, the BHA said that it is working with Ascot to replicate the
biosecurity measures of a licensed premises to enable the royal
procession to go ahead without any increased risk.

James Given, BHA Director of Equine Regulation, Safety and
Welfare, said, "The news today will understandably be
disappointing for many people, but levels of equine flu are
higher than at any time in recent history and it's essential that
we take all necessary steps to protect the thoroughbred herd.

"These measures follow extensive engagement with
independent infectious disease experts about how we further
reduce the risk of exposure and ensure the continuity of racing.

"In addition to vaccination, this can be best achieved by
preventing the mixing of racehorses with horses and ponies
from premises that are not licensed by the BHA, where we have
more limited information about their health and vaccination
status."

He added, "I'm encouraged by the response we have already
seen from the racing community about the vital importance of
maintaining the biosecurity of the thoroughbred racing herd.
We continue to urge constant vigilance, especially around the
movement and mixing of horses.

"Information about vaccination, infection control measures
and spotting the signs of flu are available on the BHA website."
